Behind the confusion and uncertainty that exists today on every hand lies the craft and power of the great spiritual
being which Jesus called "the ruler of thisworld," the Devil. Despite the recent surge of interest in the occult and
Satanism there is still awoeful ignorance on the part of Christians everywhere as to how to deal with the Devil and
hiswiles.

Much is being written today about dealing with demonic influence and possession, but the Christian world seems to
know little or nothing about how to recognize the indirect control of believers through what the Bible calsthe "the
flesh” and even less about what to do with it.

It isthe purpose of this book to give help where it is most needed: in the day-to-day conflict where the Devil's craft
reaches usin terms of hostilities, worries, resentments, fears, disappointments and namel ess depressions of spirit.
Here iswhere the great spiritual issues are really won or lost, and where the eat resources of Christ are more needed
than at any other time.

I | ntr oduction

In avery rea sense those of uswho believe in the Lord Jesus Christ are engaged in a battle. But the forces we face
are not clothed in flesh; they are not human agencies. Rather, they are the deadly pantheon of spiritual hosts of
wickedness, invisible and dedicated to our destruction.

These forces are under the authority of the one who isthe Father of Lies, the prince of darkness, the Devil himself.
Only by recognizing him asreal, as the Scriptures clearly do are, can we begin to understand the meaning of life as
it really is. Only then can we comprehend the vital necessity of putting on the whole armor of God which, far from
being merely afigure of speech, is, infact,

Christ himsdf, asheisto us.

In our helplessness, once fully realized, we have been given three specific steps to take which will enable usto be
conquerors. First, we are to appropriate by thoughtful consideration the complete protection of Christ.

Then, fully armed, we are to pray. Prayer must be the result of our acceptance of the armor of God, the action which
fulfills the thought.

Finaly, inthe face of whatever attacks God allows Satan to mount against us, we are to stand firm in our faith with
the certain knowledge that the battle isthe Lord's. Our faith in hisvictory, aready accomplished, iswhat overcomes
theworld. --Ray C. Stedman

Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of his might.

[ 1. The Forces We Face

God isnot interested in religion, but he istremendoudly interested in life. Y ou cannot read the New Testament
without realizing that the Lord Jesus did not care awhit for the Sabbath regulations of his day when they were set
against the need of a broken man for healing. God is not interested in stained-glass windows, organ solos,
congregational hymns, or even pastoral prayers half so much as heisin producing love-filled homes, generous
hearts, and brave men and women who can live right in the midst of the world and keep their heads and hearts
undefiled.

| am deeply convinced that we can only understand life when we see it as the Bible seesit. That is why the Word of
God was given. In the world of organized human society with its commerce, trade, recreation, and al the familiar
makeup of life, we are continually exposed to illusions which are mingled indistinguishably with redlity. We are
confronted with distorted perspectives, twisted motives, uncertain hopes, and untested programs.

But when we come to the Bible we learn the truth. Here redlity is set before us--the world asit really is. When we
get down to the bare essentials of life and strip off al the confusing illusion, we find it is exactly what the Bible
recordsit to be. Here is where our perspectives are set straight, here is where we get our value systems righted and
our dreams weighed and evaluated as to whether they are real or only make-believe.

We may not like what we read in the Bible from time to time, but we shall only succeed in deceiving ourselves if we
reject it. it Isup to usto listen to the words of Jesus and his apostles, for they are the authority which corrects us;
we are not the authority that corrects them. Let us stop this silly business of trying to sit in judgment upon the
insights of the Lord Jesus Christ. We Christians must continually reduce every argument we hear today to this
simple consideration: "Am | to accept this person's word or the word of Christ? If this agrees with what he says,
fing, itistruth. But if it does not, then | must decide whether the challenging authority is greater or less than Jesus
Christ." As Chrigtians, we are continually confronted with choices as to whether we will accept the puny, flimsy,
uncertain authority of a mere man or the certain, solid, and clear word of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Life Is Not a Bowl of Cherries!

In thisimportant passage near the end of Ephesians, the Apostle Paul setsforth hisanalysis of life, especially asit
relatesto a Christian. To begin with, we will 1ook at the passage only from an introductory viewpoint to see what
Paul brings out about the nature of lifein general and then we "I take acloser look at the . character which he saysa
Christian life assumes This section begins:

Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of his might. Put on the whole armor of
God, that you may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. For we are not contending
against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against the powers, against the world
rulers of this present darkness, against the spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly.
places. Therefore take the whole armor of God, that you may be able to withstand in the evil
day, and having done all, to stand (Ephesians 6:10-13).

Itisvery dear in this Passage that Paul's view of the basic characteristic of life can be put in one word--struggle.
Life, he says, isaconflict, acombat, a continual wrestling. Thisis, of course, confirmed constantly by our
experience. We should al like to think of ourselves asliving in an idealistic world where everything goes right and
we can spend our days in relaxation arid enjoyment, with just enough work to keep usinterested. Thisview is
frequently embodied in some of the songs we sing:

WEell build asweet little nest,
Somewhere in the West,
And let the rest of the world go by.

Now, it isnhot wrong for us to dream these dreams. These romantic ideals are akind of racial memory, the vestigial
remains of what was once God's intent for human life and, in God's good order and time, will again be possible to
humans. But the Apostle Paul is not dealing with that kind of life. Heis coming to gripswith life asit really is now,



and he sayslifeisastruggle, a conflict, abattle against opposing forces. If we attempt to draw aside, to et away
from the struggle, we continually find ourselves being jarred back into reality. Some unpleasant fact intrudes itself
into our beautiful world and refusesto go away.

We all know how thisis. We must get back to work, our vacation is ended the death of aloved one shocks uswith
all its ghastly emptiness and loneliness we remember some pressing decision we must make, some threat to our
prosperity wealth, some disappointment in another person. We are constantly drawn back out of our dreams of ease
and enjoyment to face the rough, hard realities of life.

The Apostle Paul also saysthat thisis afluctuating struggle. We must learn to stand, he says, "in the evil day,"
implying that all days are not evil; some timeswill be worse than others. There are seasonsin the passing of life
when pressures are more intense, when problems are more insoluble, when everything seems to come upon us at
once. These are what we recognize as evil days. Sometimesit isan actual day, sometimesit. isaweek, sometimes
months. But thank God all of lifeis not that way. We are not always under pressure we are not always being
confronted with. overpowering circumstances which call for agonizing decisions.

The reason we are not always under pressure is due to the grace of God. All of life would be an evil day and much
worse, were it not for the grace of God which continually operate. to restrain the powers that are against us and to
allow times of refreshment, recreation, enjoyment, and blessing. The truly tragic thing about human lifeisthat we
can take these times of refreshment, blessing, and glory and enjoy them without a single thought for the goodness
of which underlies them and makes them possible for us and without aword of thanksgiving to " for them. Thisis
the note on which Paul opens the Epistle to the Romans, "Do you presume upon the riches of his kindness and
forbearance and patience? Do you not know that Gods kindness is meant to lead you to repentance?’ (Romans
2:4).

The Battle Defined

But here Paul says that these days, though not always the same in pressure, neverthel ess constitute the general
makeup of life. Lifeisan unending struggle, varying in intensity from time to time, but extending from the cradle to
the grave But be goes on now to analyze and define for us the nature of this struggle. We come now to that which
ismost important. For he saysthat the conflict is not against flesh and blood; that is, it is not a human problem, not
a struggle of man againgt man. It may be a struggle within man, but it is not between men.

What would you answer if you were asked, 'What is the thing that gives you the most difficulty in life; of what does
the struggle of life consst?' Many would say that it is other human beings. There are the Communists, for instance,
who are always causing difficulty. They can never et anything rest in thisworld but are forever stirring up some
kind of trouble somewhere. And then there are the Republicans or, if you are on the other side, the Democrats.

They never let anything rest either but are always making difficulties. In their bullheaded obstinacy they are
continually refusing to "see the light."

And let us not forget the Internal Revenue Service. Certainly they are devils, if there ever were any. And the county
tax department! And don't leave out your wife or your husband and his family. Then, how about our ancestors? Our
heredity is at fault. It is because we are Scotch or Irish or Italian--our family has always been this way; we have
always had a, hot temper. And so it goes.

But the Apostle says that you cannot explain life adequate on that level. Y ou must look further and deeper than that.
The battle is not against flesh and blood. Rather, it is against the whole human race that certain principalities and
powers, world rulers of darkness, wicked spiritsin high places are set. There is your problem, Paul says. Those are
the enemieswe are up against. And it is not just Christians who are opposed by these, but every man, everywhere.
Thewholeraceis opposed by the principalities and powers, the world rulers of this present darkness. Thereis
Paul's positive explanation of the struggle of life.

| hasten to say that this declaration will only be fully believed and understood by Christians. The world either
distorts this to the point of ridiculousness or it rgjects it as unacceptabl e to the intelligent mind. Superstition has
taken this great revelation and distorted it, twisted it, reduced it to aridiculous pantheon of goblins, witches, spooks,
and ghouls.



| am very well aware of the disdain, even content with which the biblical concept of the Devil and his cohorts, this
kingdom of darkness, these principalities and powers and wicked spiritsin high places, is received. in many circles.
There are those w 0 say, "Are you going to insult our intelligence by talking about a Devil? Surely you are not
going back to those medieval concepts and tell us that the Devil isthe root of al our problems?”

| once spent an evening in Berlin discussing this whole problem with four or five intelligent churchmen--men who
knew the Bible intimately. Though we never once opened a Bible, we spent the whole evening together discussing
various passages, and | never referred to a single passage that they were not aware of and could not quote almost
verbatim. Yet al of them rejected the idea of a Devil. They could not believe in apersona Devil. At the end of the
evening they admitted at, in their rgjection of the Devil, they also had no answers to the conundrums with which life
was continually presenting. We had to leave it there.

| am reminded of the story Billy Graham tells in response to thisideathat thereis no Devil. A certain boxer was
being badly beaten in amatch. Battered and bruised, he leaned over the ropes and said to histrainer, "Please throw
inthe towel! Thisguy iskilling me!" The trainer responded, "Oh no, he's not. He's not even hitting you. He hasn't
laid aglove on you!" And the boxer replied, "Well then, | wish you'd watch that referee--somebody s sure hitting
me!" In similar fashion, the questions we must ask when challenged with thisidea that there is no Devil are, "How
do you explain what is going on in the world? How do you explain the entrenched evil in human affairs?*

The Desperate Disease

It isnot clear that we cannot understand life--we cannot understand history, if we reject this proposition which the
Apostle brings out that behind the problems of the world, behind the evil which manifestsitself in mankind, thereis
ahierarchy of evil spirits-the Devil and hisangels? Thereis an origina | kingdom of principalities and powers at
various levels of authority who sit asworld rulers of the present darkness, wicked--spiritsin high places. The world
says to the Christian, "Why talk about this kind of thing? Why don't you talk about something relevant? Why don't
you Christians get busy and do something that will be meaningful today?"

But what could be more relevant than this teaching which putsiits finger on the basic problem? What isit to keep
rushing around curing fevers but never stopping to analyze the disease? Thisiswhat is going on our day. Thereisa
serious disease at work in the human race, and it is constantly breaking out in little fevers. But if we content
ourselves, as physicians, with giving aspirin for the fever and never once inquiring what the disease is, we have
wasted our time. Talk about relevancy! Thisiswhat is relevant--to listen to this analysis of what is wrong with the
world, what its disease is, and what the cure is. That is what this passage so vividly and accurately sets before us.

This crippling disease is growing so desperate that even worldliness, non-Christians, are recognizing the
inadequacy of their diagnosis. Listen to Carl Jung, the great Swiss psychologist and psychiatrist:

We stand perplexed and stupefied before the phenomena of Marxism and Bolshevism because we
know nothing about man or, at any rate, have only alopsided and distorted picture of him. If we had
self-knowledge, that would not be the case. We stand face to face with the terrible question of evil
and do not even know what is before us, let alone know what to pit against it. And even if we did
know, we still could not understand how it could happen here.

What a tremendously honest revelation of the ignorance of men in the face of lifeasit really is! Listento this
bewildered cry from U Thant, when he was Secretary General of the United Nations. Speaking before some 67
distinguished scholars and statesmen from 19 countries of the world, convened before an audience of 2500 people
to talk about the requirements for world peace, thisis the question he asked:

What element islacking so that with al our skill and all our knowledge we till find ourselvesin the
dark valley of discord--and enmity? What isit that inhibits us from going forward together to enjoy
the fruits. of human endeavor and to reap the harvest of human experience? Why isit that, for al
our professed ideals, our hopes, and our skills, peace on earth is still adistant objective seen only
dimly through the storms and turmoils of our present difficulties?

Astheworld's great |eaders face the dilemma of modern life, all they can say is, "What iswrong? What is the
unknown element behind this? We cannot understand this, we do not know what is going on, we cannot grasp these



things. What isit that ismissing?’
No Isolated Claim

The Apostle Paul has given the answer to that baffled, bewildered cry for light from a modem statesman's heart.
Talk about arelevant Scripture! The world, Paul says, isin the grip of what he calls "world rulers of present
darkness. (What an amazing phrase that isl We will look at it more closely in alater chapter.)

These world rulers of present darkness are headed. By the Devil, whom Scripture saysis afallen angel of
malevolent power and cunning cleverness, against whom Christians are called to wrestle daily. Now, that is not the
claim. of an isolated passage of the Bible. That is the teaching of the Bible from beginning to end, from Genesisto
Revelation, and especidly in Genesis and Revelation.

The Lord Jesus himself put his finger on the whole problem when he said to certain men of hisday, "Y ou are of
your father the devil, and your will isto do your father's desires. He was a murderer from the beginning, and has
nothing to do with the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he lies he lies accord this own nature, for heisa
liar and the lies." (John 8:44).

In that most amazing analysis the Lord stripped the Devil of his disguises and revealed histrue character--aliar and
amurderer. What the Devil doesisrelated to what heis, just as what we do is precisely the result of what we are.
Because heisaliar and amurderer, the Devil'swork isto deceive and to destroy. There you have the explanation
for al that has been on inhuman history throughout the whole course of the record of man.

The Devil hasthe ear of mankind. Scripture calls him "the god of thisworld." The world listensto him and to
everything he says. But the Devil does not tell the world the truth--but alie, avery clever, avery beautiful, avery
attractive lie which makes the world drool with desire. But the end of thislieis destruction, murder, death--death in
all itsforms, not only ultimately the cessation of life but also death in itsincipient forms of restlessness, boredom,
frustration, meaninglessness, and emptiness. Whom the Devil cannot deceive, hetries, to destroy, and whom he
cannot destroy, he attempts to deceive. Here is the working of the Devil.

The Call to Arms

"Well," you say, "thisisal very depressing. | would rather not think about it." So would I, but | have discovered
that you cannot get away from it that way. Thereis only one way in which we can ever handle this struggle and, that
isto be strong in the Lord and in the power of his'might. That isthe way' of escape, and thereis no other.

Thisisacdl to intelligent combat. It isacall to usto be men, to fight the good fight, to stand fast in the faith, to be
strong in the Lord right in the midst of the battle, in the midst of the world. Y ou can hear the bugle in this, can you
not? Y ou can hear the trumpet call!

We must learn to recognize how these dark systems of the Devil work, but more than that, we must learn the
processes of overcoming them--not by flesh and blood, not by joining committees or mustering some kind of
physical struggle against these forces. Paul says the weapons of our warfare areriot carnal, not fleshly, they are not
of the body. Our weapons are mighty, through God, unto the pulling down of strongholds and bringing into
captivity every thought (Ah! thereisthe arena. It isthe realm of thought, it is the realm of ideas)bringing into
captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ. That is victory!

Do you think that is not challenging? That is the greatest challenge any ear can ever hear! Do you think that is not
demanding? That demands more courage and manhood than any other cause which has ever been known in the
world! Do you think that is not exciting? That is the most exciting call which has ever gone out to men anywhere!
"Be strong in the Lord and in the strength of his might!"

Our gracious Father, thank you for atruth that shatters us, startles us, wakens us, prods us, disturbs
us. Thank you, Lord, for aword of reality which speaksto usin the midst of our complacency and
lethargy and stirsus up to seelife asit really is. How easily we would drift on in futile weakness,
never raising afiner againgt the deterioration of life and the destruction of body and soul, were it not
for thisword of challenge which calls us back, wakes us up, and makes usto see. Lord, teach usto



bow in humility before thisword and to say to the Holy Spirit, O Great Teacher of God, open these
Scriptures, teach them to us, make them real.” In Christ's. name, Amen.

When a strong man, fully armed, guards his own palace,
his goods are in peace;
but when one stronger than he assails him and overcomes him,
he takes away his armor in which he trusted,
and divides his spoil.
He who is not with me is against me,
and he who does not gather with me scatters. (Luke 11:21-23).

[ 2. Beginning the Battle

We have a challenge before us, clearly sounded in the passage from Ephesians which forms the basis for our stud
In order to meet the challenge to be "strong in the Lord," we must expect to learn much about this kingdom of evil,
these wicked spiritsin high places whom Paul says lie behind the insoluble problem of human evil.

The Apostle indicates that the only ones who can successfully battle against the Devil's forces are Christians. "For
we are not contending against flesh and blood" Who are the "we'? Surely thisis not man, in general, but these are
Christians who are indicated in the word "we."

The world struggles because of the powers of evil, but the Christian wrestles against them. Now thisis not a
position that is peculiar to Paul, but it is a consistent teaching al through the Bible. The Bible indicates at n every all
men are victims of these invisible forces. All men therefore, without exception, are victims; but only believers can be
victors.

No Threat from Within

Jesus himself makes this point absolutely clear. Thereisastory in Luke of our Lord's reaction that was presented
to him as he to the challenge was casting out demons. This activity of our Lord, by the way, isan area of his
ministry which is continually questioned by those who choose to approach the scripturesintellectually. They do not
like this business of casting out demonsit in various ways. We will say more about but in the biblical account
certain ones said his ability to cast out demons came from his relationship with Beelzebub, the prince of
demons--another name for Satan. They said it was by Satan's power, by Beelzebub's Power, that he was casting out
demons.

Beel zebub means "L ord of the garbage." The Jews regarded hell as a cosmic garbage dump and in areal sense they
wereright, for that is exactly what hell is-awasted life, a garbage dump. And because a garbage pile always attracts
flies, they called Beel zebub the Lord of the Flies. These people were accusing Jesus of casting out demons by the
authority of Beelzebub, the Lord of theflies.

But Jesus said, "No, you are quite wrong. If that were true, then obvioudy Satan's kingdom would be divided
against itself, and Satan would actually be pitted against the demons under his authority.” Jesus states very simply
that Satan never does that. Satan never fights against himself. He istoo clever, too cunning, far too astute ever to
divide hisforcesin that way, for be knows that if he did, his kingdom would fall. Jesus is suggesting, therefore, that
any man who is under the control of Satan has no hope of deliverance apart from an outside, intervening force.
Here is how he putsit: 'When a strong man, "fully armed, guards his own palace, hisgoods arein peace" (Luke
11:21). Who isthe "strong man?"' Satan. What is the "palace?' The world. Who are the "goods?' Mankind
everywhere. In the Luke 11:21-23 passage which presents this figure of the strong man there are three great
principles which emerge. The first isthat man, alone against Satan, is powerless and hopeless. Thisisthe
unchanging position of Scripture. John says, "We [Christians] know at we are of God, and the wholeworld isin
the power of the wicked one" (John 5:19).

It isthe position of the Bible that the world has fallen under the control of Satan. Not the world of trees and
mountains and lakes and seas--that is God's world--but the world of organized human society has fallen under the



control of Satan and there is no possibility of an escape apart from an intervention from without. For, as Jesus says,
"When a strong man, fully armed, guards his own palace his goods are in peace." There can be no threat from
within to Satan's control. It isjust here that our Lord puts his finger on the reason for the continual failure of the
usua methods men employ to correct evils and wrongs -the usual methods of reform. They fail because, they do
not come to grips with the potential problem. All our efforts to correct the evilswe seein life are smply
rearrangements of the difficulties. We succeed only in stirring them around a bit until they take a different form.
But our methods can never solve the central problem of evil because they cannot come to grips with the power of
Satan. AsC. S. Lewis so aptly put it, "No clever arrangement of bad eggs will make a good omelet." When the full
cycle of problemsisrun through, it begins again, and we say, "History repeatsitself.”

Tried, But Not True

What are the usual methods of human reform? Y ou can list them easily. Almost invariably they are legidation,
education, and an improved environment. Every problem we face is usually approached by using one of, or a
combination of, these three. Legidationislaw, it ismerely the control of the outward man and has nothing to do
with " and cannot do anything to, the inward man. It does not change the basic nature of man but merely restricts
him under certain conditions.

Education is one of the worst so-called remedies for a deranged personality, a twisted mind. The position of
Scriptureisthat al of usare born into thisworld with twisted minds. (Some are more twisted than others: they are
the ones that we call "twisted minds’. To educate a twisted mind is but to make it more clever in its wickedness. The
educated criminal isafar more clever, more subtle, more difficult crimind, to catch. The educated mind,

approaching human personality problems, throws a shiny patina of knowledge over them which only servesto
cover over thereal difficulties. Education does not basically change man; it only makes him more clever.

An improved environment does not change him, either. When you take a man out of the ums, for example, and put
him into a nicer environment, you do absolutely nothing to the man himself. In alittle while he will make that new
environment aslum as well.

Now | do not mean to suggest that we scuttle these traditional approaches to reform. They have certain values, but
they do not come to grips with the basic problem. Thisiswhy, after alifetime of trying to change man with these
methods, those who are knowledgeabl e thinkers in this area ways end up with aterribly black outlook on life.
Listen to these words by Bertrand Russell, of whom," as afriend used to say, "there is none whomer," the high
priest of the cult of freethinkers:

Thelife of man is along march through the night, surrounded by invisible foes, tortured by
weariness and pain, toward agoal that few can hope to reach and where none can tarry long. One by
one as they march our comrades vanish from our sight, seized by the silent orders of omnipotent
death. Brief and powerlessis man'slife. On him and all his race the dow, sure doom falls, in pitiless
and dark. Blind to good and evil, reckless of destruction, omnipotent matter rolls on its relentless
way. For man, condemned today to lose his dearest, tomorrow himself to pass through the gates of
darkness, it remains only to cherish, ere yet the blow falls, the lofty thoughts that ennoble hislittle

day.

Those eloguent words catal og the sheer despair into which man fallswhen he is far from God. There is agrowing
sense of despair everywhere you turn today. It is the unconscious realization of man's hel plessness under Satan.

From Darkness to Light

Now look at the next verse and our Lord'swordsin Luke 11: 22: "But when one stronger than he assails him and
overcomes him, he tares away -his armor in which he trusted, and divides his spoil." Who isthis "stronger one?" It
is Jesus. Heis speaking of himself. He says when a strong man, fully armed, guards his palace, his goods are at
peace and nothing can be done about it, least of al by the goods themselves. But when one who is stronger comes,
he breaks the power of Satan. Here isthe second principle the Lord is revealing in this passage; it isthe "good
news' of the gospel. We sing it:

He breaks the power of canceled sin,



He sets the prisoner freeg;
His blood can make the foulest clean,
His blood availed for me.

In the mystery of the cross of Jesus and in the power of his resurrection, applied by faith, we men and women who
have been born into a society which is under the control of the satanic mind, discover that the force which ruins us
is broken and its power canceled.

That iswhy this Christian gospel is so exclusive. That iswhy Chrigtians are perfectly justified when they say there
IS no other answer to the problems of man; thereis no other power which can touch the basic problem of human
life. Thereis only one "stronger one" who has come into the world and has come to grips with the power of this
dark spirit and broken his power over human life.

How many there are who can tetify to this throughout the Christian centuries! Not only prostitutes and al coholics
and dope addicts, not only those who have been gripped by the power of evil habits, but also those who have been
held by the power of evil attitudes---temper, lust, self-righteousness, hitterness, and pride.

The strongest chains are not those around the body, but around the mind. The writers of Scripture make that clear.
In one place we read, 'The god of thisworld has blinded the minds of the unbelievers' (2 Corinthians 4:4). And that
great document on human liberty, the Epistle to the Romans, opens with that basic thought. Paul suggests that the
greatest antagonism against the gospel does not come from the uneducated but from the educated--those who,
"thinking themselves wise, become fools," and change the glory of God into alie.

But the gospel declares that Jesus Christ has come to set men free. John says Jesus came into the world "to destroy
the works of the" (I John 3:8). There is no adequate explanation of his coming apart from that. Paul says he has
"delivered us from the dominion of darkness and transferred us to the kingdom of his beloved Son." (Colossians
1:13). Paul himself was chosen as an apostle to the Gentiles, and, in that dramatic conversion experience on the
Damascus Road, he said to the Lord whom he saw in his glory, "What will you have me to do?" Jesusreplied,
"Stand upon your feet; for | have appeared to you for this purpose delivering you from the Gentiles--to whom |
send you that they may turn from darkness to light and from the power of Satan to God" (Acts 26:16-1 41).

Thisiswhat the gospel isfor; it has no other purpose. If we try to channdl it first into smaller areas of life, such as
applying it to socia concerns, we only reveal how far we have mistaken Its The gospel will ultimately find its way
there, certainly, but it must make itsfirst impact upon this basic problem of human life. Mankind isin the grip a
power which it is helpless to do anything about. e only one who can deliver usfrom it is Jesus Christ. He has
already done so in the mystery of his cross and through the power and glory of his resurrection.

When a person believes that and commits himself to Christ, he discovers that the gospel becomes practica in his
own experience. Thisiswhat we call "conversion.” But conversion is only the beginning of the battle; very soon, a
new Christian becomes aware of the evil forces at work to destroy him. If he goes no farther in his new life than to
believe his sins are forgiven, he will remain in bondage to those sins, living alife of conflict and frustration. But the
battle is fought on the ground that we have been delivered from the dominion of darkness, and brought out of the
power of Satan into the kingdom of God.

The Crisis

Returning to the passage in Luke, we have seen, firgt, that man aoneis hel pless against the power of Satan. Next,
our Lord speaks of the liberation that is available through belief in him, who has destroyed Satan's power. And
finally, our Lord reveals one other principlein this passage: "He who is not with meis against me, and he who does
not gather with me scatters’ Luke 11:23). He is saying here that it is not possible to take a neutral stand and at mere
profession is not sufficient. There are always those who say, "I understand something of the gospel, and | must
confessthat | believe there is much of value in the Christian faith. | am afriend of Christianity. | believethat it hasa
great moral impact to bring into our world, but | do not care to go so far as personally receiving Christ." | think |
will remain neutral.

Jesus saysthisisimpossible. There is no neutrality. "He who is not with meis against me." He who has not



received deliverance is still under the bondage and control of the dark powers of Satan. There are no exceptions.

Thisiswhy Christ isthe crisis of history. He spoke of himself that way-as the divider of men. As he looks at men,
there are only two groups. There are those who are wholly with him because they are of him--they have received
him, know him, love him, and have partaken of hislife. And there are those who are against him. "He who is not
with meisagainst me."

"On the other hand,” some are tempted to say, "Well, if thisisthe case, then | want to be a Christian, but | don't
know about all thisinward control. | am willing to aong with the outward forms. I'm willing to join the church, but
inwardly | still believe in directing my own life and running my own affairs.” But Jesus says you cannot do that.
"He who does not gather with me scatters."

Thereis one thing which will reveal whether you are with him or against him: the influence of your life. Jesus
Christ has come into the world to gather together the children of God. Hisis a gathering influence, tracking down
divisions, binding hearts together, reuniting families, making people to live together in harmony, breaking down the
barriers of race, healing wounds, bringing nations together. But there is also aforce which scatters, which divides.
What isit? It is self-centeredness. Thisisthe most divisive force known in human life. When people come together,
the thing that splits them apart istheir vested, concern in their own affairs. They are self-centered.

Victor or Victim?

Therefore, the great question of lifeis: "What is basic character of your life? Isit self-centeredness? Or isit
self-givingness? Are you with him or againgt him? Are you with him in a healing wholesome ministry join agroup,
afamily, an organization, a, anation, are you adivisive factor? Do you line up? Do you cause them to quarrel with
one another, come to odds with one another?

What, about your own family? Y ou say you are a Christian. All right. Are your children drawn closer to the faith
because of you? Or are they breaking away from it because of you? Our Lord cutsright to the core of life. Lifeis
absolutely laid bare and isjudged finally on the basis of our relationship to him. The evidence of that relationship is
the influence that we exercise.

The question each person must ask of himsdlf is, "Am | avictor, or avictim?' Then we must redlize that we are
helpless to do anything about this ourselves. Nothing we can do in ourselves can change this situation. We are not
free. We are not able to carry out our own decisions except in alimited area, and it is our illusion of freedom which
makes us imagine that we are free, unrestrained individuals. According to the Bible, apart from Christ we are under
the unbroken, absolute control of an evil force which is controlling our thoughts and reactions. And we are
absolutely helpless to do anything about this until that power is broken by the acceptance of the One who has come
to of the Devil.

If you have not known that deliverance you can know it now. Perhaps you have had to say, "If what you have said
istrue, then | am still an unbeliever. | am still under the power of Satan." Then the gospel comes to you now and
thisisits message: In one moment of time you can pass from death into life. In one moment of commitment,
trusting Christ and hiswork, no longer reckoning upon anything you are trying to do to make you good enough,
you can say, "Lord, heream |. Save me." Y ou passin that moment from death into life. That iswhat conversion is.
In those words you will open the door which permits him to do his saving work.

Our Father, may those who have been seeking for answers pass now from darkness into light, from
the power of Satan into the kingdom of God, and be delivered, set free. For us, Lo, who have
already experienced this and know something of the redity of this delivering power in our life, we
pray that we may never forget that we, have been set free, that Jesus did this for us when we could
do nothing for ourselves. May we have a heart filled with love for him, who loved us and gave
himself for us. We pray in his name, Amen.

[ 3. The Strategy of Satan



From beginning to end the picture given in the Bibleisthat all human beings, without exception, regardless of how
clever or educated or cultured they may be, if without Christ, are helpless victims of satanic control. Under the
control of satanic forces human beings are uncomfortable and unhappy, but they are also completely unable to
escape by any wisdom or power of their own.

But the good news s that some have been set free, some have been delivered. Through the coming of that "stronger
one," Jesus himself, who came "to destroy the works of the devil," deliverance is obtained. Through the amazing
mystery of the cross and the resurrection, Jesus has broken the power and bondage of Satan over human lives.
Those who individually receive and acknowledge this (that is, those who believe, for Scripture always addresses
itself to belief) are set free to live in the freedom and liberty of the children of God.

But they are not set free to live unto themselves. That is a common misconception. Many believe that Christ has
comeinto their lives by means of the cross, and the things which have bound them and blasted them and ruined
them have been stricken away, and they have been set free to do asthey please, to live asthey want to live.

Not so, we are set free in order to battle. That is call which comesto all Christians. We are not set free merely to
enjoy ourselves. We are set free in order to do battle, to engage in the fight, to overcome in our own lives, and to
become the channels by which others are set free.

We must now give closer attention to the actual conduct of the battle. If this conflict is the basic problem of human
life, how much devolves upon usin conducting or fighting this battle? How do we accomplish this? Paul's, answer
in one Phrase: "Put on the whole armor of God." Full provision has been made for us to win the battle. Thisisthe
amazing truth we must learn. it is something we seldom take serioudy--God has made full provision for usto fight
these great and powerful forces which hold world in their grip.

But it would be a mistake to begin our discussion an examination of the armor of God. If we start there we find that
thisfigure of armor strikes us with a note of unreality; it seems like agame. We will end up talking about on the
armor of God, but we cannot start there. Rather, we must begin b seeing what it is we are opposed by. Armor is
made for defense, and we will find no value in these Pieces designed for our defense until we see what we are
defending against. Let us reaize something of the cleverness, the cunning wiliness of the forces against which we
are battling and we will begin to appreciate the armor with which we have been provided.

Armed with Crud Hate

For now, | want primarily to look at this phrase of Paul's, "The wiles of the devil." Thefirst step for any soldier in
training is to be introduced to weapons which the enemy will use against him. The Devil isavery cunning and wily
strategist. Martin Luther is quite right when he writes,

For still our ancient foe
Doth seek to work us woe;
His craft and power are great
And, armed with cruel hate:
On earth isnot his equal.

The record confirms this truth. Read the Old Testament and. you will see that every saint, every prophet, every
patriarch, every one of the great and glorious kings of Israel was defeated at one time or another by the devil.

The wisest and greatest of men are absolutely hel pless in attempting to outwit the Devil by themselves. Y et, aswe
have aready seen, the Bible indicates that it is quite possible to walk in victory. James says, "Resist the devil and he
will flee from you" (James 4:7). Think of that. This clever, cunning strategist who has held the world in defeat for
centuries, whom no man is able to out-maneuver, will flee from you when you learn, like Paul, not to be ignorant of
his devices.

Now, the questions we must ask are, "What isthe general strategy of the Devil? How does he plan to do this? How
isit that he keeps the world in such bondage?' The only onein al history who has ever consistently defeated the
Devil, not only in hislife but also in his death, is the Lord Jesus Christ. He put his finger squarely upon the
strategy and the tactics of Satan when he said, 'The devil isaliar and a murderer from the beginning” (John 8:44).



The strategy of the Devil isto murder. The tactic by which he accomplishesthisisto lie. If we consider these
phrases carefully, we will see how accurate the are.

How does the Devil plan to oppose the work of God in the world? By murdering, by destroying. One of the names
given to the Devil in the Book of the Revelation is Apollyon, the "Destroyer.” What is it to destroy? It isto create
chaos, to lay waste, to ruin, to make desolate. There you have the explanation for the whole tragic story of human
history: A Destroyer at work among men. Our God isa God of beauty, harmony, order, and perfection, of love, of
light, and grace. Thereis enough evidence left in the world of nature, including our own being, and in the world of
ideas, to see this marvelous symmetry, beauty, and perfection of God. God isagod of harmony and order. The
world was created as orderly, and this includes man.

But then a Destroyer came on the scene. It is his delight to smash, to tangle, to twist, to mutilate, to disfigure, to
darken, and to blast in every way he can. It does not make any difference whether it is bodies or souls, flesh or
ideas, matter or spirit, the aim of the Devil is exactly the samein every case. That iswhy the Devil can never offer
anything positive to human life. He can make nothing. He has never made anything, and he never will make
anything. All he can do is destroy what God has made. His power istotally negative, completely destructivein every

way.

What are e tactics the Devil employs? He destroys by deceiving, by lying, by distorting, by counterfeiting, by
play-acting and masguerading, by illusion and fantasy. Thisiswhat Paul calls "the wiles of the devil." Read
through the Bible and see how many times the work of the Devil isreferred to in that manner--the snares, the traps
of the devil, theillusions, the stratagems, the wiles. We shall content ourselves now with ageneral survey of these
wiles, and in the next chapter we will take a much look at actual tactics the Devil isemploying in your life and mine
to defeat us and keep usin weakness, to ruin and lay waste our lives.

The Bible makes clear that the tactics of the Devil fal into two mgjor divisions. He attacks the human race both
directly and indirectly. Heis capable of adirect confrontation with human beings, and an indirect approach. And
through these two avenues he maintains worldwide control over the race of men. The Bible indicates that there are
fallen hosts of angels called "demons,” whom Paul refersto here as "the principalities and powers, the world rulers
of the spiritual hosts of wickednessin

Now, "heavenly places’ does not mean far off in somewhere. "Heavenly" means "the realm of the invisibilities," the
invisible redlities of life. The Devil and his hosts are not visible. That iswhat he is saying. The Devil's activity isin
thisrealm of the invisible redlity of life, the heavenly places, where God works.

In the Bible we are told very little of the origin. of the Devil and his angels. But there is enough written to suggest
that here was a being created originally asin angel of might and strength and beauty and power. There is a brief
referenceto the fal of this great angel, whose name was Lucifer, and who was lifted up by pride. Pride is dwaysthe
mark of the Devil. Lifted up by pride, he choseto rival God and, in doing so, he fell from his station of might and
glory and beauty and became the Devil (Isaiah 14: 1 2-15; Luke 10: 18). He drew athird of the angels with him,
and these constitute the principalities and powers, the organized kingdom of darkness as opposed to the kingdom

of God. It isthrough these lists of wicked spiritsthat Satan is able to make adirect assault son human life.

This direct assault covers what the Bible refersto as "demon possession,” the outright control of human personality
by the power of awicked spirit. It also extends to such activities as soothsaying, occultism, spiritism (or
spiritualism), and related black magic arts such as astrology, horoscopes, voodooism, fortune telling, and the like.

A word of warning isin order right here. There is no question that there is much chicanery and deception inis
whole field of black magic. There are charlatans at work who make their living off the superstitious fears of people
and who engage in deceptive tricks which give the impression they are genuine] dealing with the occult. It isvery
difficult to tell the difference between the genuine and the falsein thisfield. Great care must be displayed by
anyone attempting to investigate it. While thereis agreat deal of smoke, the Bible makes clear there is considerable
fireaswell. Thereistruth behind this black magic.

The Bible warns consistently against dabbling in these matters. Under the law the people of Isragl were strictly
forbidden to have anything to do with wizards "that peep and mutter,”" those who try to make contact with the dead
or deal with the world of the occult. This prohibition was largely because any investigation into thisrealm



immediately lays one open to powers beyond men's ken and makes possible control and influence beyond the will
of theindividual investigating. Thisis dangerous ground. In fact, it often opens the way to outright demon
ppossession.

Asto this subject of demon possession, | am very well aware there are people who are incredulous. They say,
"Surely you believe in that, kind of stuff any more. In this twentieth-century-day you're not telling us there are such
things as demons! After al, the daysin which the Bible was written were primitive times and people believed in that
type of thing, but we're much better informed now. What was once called demon possession we now know to be
only mental illness, and we can treat it with drugs and other therapy.”

A Careful Distinction

What is our reply to that? Simply this: First, the Bible is not as primitive a book as many people imagine; it is very
careful to distinguish between mental illness and demon possession. The writers of the Scriptures were certainly
aware of thisdistinction. One of them, Luke, aphysician himsaf, was certainly acquainted with the distinctions
between physical diseases and mental illnesses and demon possession (Luke 4:40-41). In Matthew also, a careful
distinction is made between those who were afflicted by diseases, those who were demon possessed, and those who
were lunatic or mentaly ill (Matthew 4:24).

Second, it isimportant to notice that the biblical cases of demon possession do not conform to the clinical pattern of
any known mental disease. There are diseases of the body and there are diseases of the mind. Diseases of the mind,
like those of the body, present standard clinical patterns which can be readily recognized. But when you examine
carefully the biblical accounts of demon possession, you find these do not fit any of the standard patterns of mental
diseases. They are not the same thing, they do not conform.

In thefirst place, thereis always a debasing element in the biblical cases of demon possession, an uncleanness, a
moral debasement. Also in the biblical accounts of demon possession there was an immediate recognition by the
demon of the character and identity of the Lord Jesus Christ. When Christ approached these demons, many times
they would call out and say, "What have we to do with you, thou Son of God?" They used titles for him which the
victims they were possessing were not at al acquainted with. Thereis often thisimmediate and strange recognition
of the authority of Jesus Christ.

Further, there is always the presence of atotally distinct and different personality involved. In some cases many
personalities were involved, asin the incident when Jesus asked the name of the demon and the reply was, "My
nameis Legion; for we are many" (Mark 5:9). Finally, there is the ability on the part of Christ to transfer demons
from an individual to animals. How do you explain the case of the Gadarene swine? If demon possession is merely
mental sickness, if it isonly halucination, or if it is some kind of schizophrenia, then bow can the demons have | eft
the man and entered the swine, causing them to rush down the hillside and drown themselves in he sea? These cases
simply do not conform to any clinica pattern of known mental disease.

A third factor isthat Jesus himself invariably described these cases as demon session, and he treated them that way.
In sending out his disciples he gave them authority to cast out demons. "Well," someone says, "we have an
explanation for that. It is simply arecognition that Jesus was accommodating himself to the thought of the men of
hisday. They believed in demons and devils and he is simply speaking their language.” But it isimpossible to take
that position and be consistent with the rest of the account Of Christ's ministry, for we see him constantly
correcting misconceptions like that. On one occasion he said to his disciples concerning another matter, "If it were
not so | havetold you." He cameto reveal the truth about things.

Throughout the Christian centuries there have been various outbreaks of demon possession described by
missionariesin many lands. It is arather commonplace phenomenon in many placesin our world today. And it is
significant, | think, that wherever Christian teaching spreads, the direct assault of these evil powers upon human life
iskept in abeyance. Even secular teaching, which is based upon the Bible and Christian values and is moral and
uplifting, has an ability to keep these manifestations under control.

But when education becomes purely secular and denies the Bible and God, then, even though men and women
reject superstition and profess a degree of sophistication about these matters, thisis not enough to keep these
powers at bay. As our world grows more and more godless and more and more secularized, we will find an



increasing tide of demonic manifestation creeping into our culture and insinuating itself into our civilized life. There
isno power in man to withhold these or to stand against them.

When Christians are confronted with what we suspect is demon possession the one thing we are told to order to
help such peopleisto pray. These cases of demon possession, Jesus said, yield to concerted and persistent prayer.
Prayer isthe recommended therapy in any case of thistype. Let us give ourselves to prayer and nothing more.

For the sake of abalanced perspective, | must say | fee there is atogether too much. concern among Christians
about this matter of demon possession. | know certain Christians who feel they must bind Satan before they do
anything. When the go into aroom to have a meeting, they will pray to bind the powers of darkness. | know others
who ascribe every common problem of human life to some manifestation of demon activity.

The New Testament gives absolutely no warrant for this type of approach. The apostles very seldom mention the
direct attack of Satan against human beings. There are afew instances of it, but after our Lord had physicaly |eft
the world there seem to be a diminution of evidences of demonic activity. These dark were stirred up by his
presence on earth, but to alarge degree faded away after he left, so that in the Epistles we do not find the same
concern for demonic activity aswe do in the Gospels.

There is much about Satan in the letters of Paul but there islittle of the direct attack of satanic forces. Nowhere do
we read that Christians are instructed to go around binding the powers of darkness before we enter aroom or that
we are to ascribe all the common problems of life to demonic activities. Theideais not in the New Testament.

By far, the majority of the attacks of the Devil against Christians are not direct but indirect. That iswhy they are
called the "Wiles" of the Devil. Wiliness means deviousness, circuitry, something not obvious. We need to examine
this more thorough for the major attack of the Devil and his powers against human life is not by direct means, but
indirect-by satanic suggestions through the natural and commonplace events of life.

Channels of Subversion

Thisindirect approach comes largely through two media or channels. One iswhat the Bible calls "the world," the
other, "the flesh.” We often hear the idea, "The enemies of the Christian are the world, the flesh, and the Devil," as
though these were three equally powerful enemies. But there are not three. There is only one enemy, the Devil, as
Paul brings out in Ephesians 6. But the channels of hisindirect approach to men are through the world and the
flesh. Earlier in Ephesians, writing to Chrigtians, the apostle says,

And you he [that is, Christ, the stronger one," who comes to set us free] made alive, when you wer e dead
through the trespasses and sins in which you once walked, following the course of this world
[thereisthefirst channel, the world], following the prince of the power of the air [thereisadescription of
the Devil], the spirit that is now at work in the sons of disobedience (Ephesians 2:1-2).

He says, "Do not forget, you Christians, that you, too, once were following the course of this world-under the grip
and in the control of the prince of the power of the air, the evil spirit whichis now at work in al the children of
disobedience." Further, he says,

"and these we all once lived in the passions of our flesh [thereistheflesh], following the desires
of body and mind ["Oh" you say "we were not aware of any control of the devil." No, of course not. You did
what you felt like doing, the natural desires of the body, and the mind. Y ou responded to these so-called "natural”
stimuli], and so [because, we wer e doing these things, following the course of this world under
the direction of the prince of the power of the air, and obeying the impulses of the body and
the mind] we were by nature children of wrath, like the rest of mankind (Ephesians 2:3).

Do you see how consistently the Bible presents this picture? Now, the most basic of these two channels of
approach to subverting the Christian life is the flesh. When the Bible speaks about the flesh, of course, thetermis
used in asymbolic sense. Many of us, when we approach middle age, are troubled with too much flesh. But that is
not the sense in which the Bible uses the term. The flesh, in this context, is not our bodies not the meat and blood
and bones of our physical life. It is atime which describes the urge to self-centeredness within us, that distortion of
human nature which makes us want to be our own god that proud ego, that uncrucified self which is the seat of



willful defiance and rebellion against authority.

Y ou recognize that we are all born with this. None of us bad to go to school to learn how to do these things. Who
taught usto lie? Who taught us to be proud and bitter and rebellious and defiant and self-centered? We never had
to take classes in these, did we? We were al expertsin them by the time we were ready to o to school. We were an
born with the flesh, and- it is the presence of this which makes us sinners.

James calls this the wisdom which is from beneath, which is, "earthly, unspiritua, devilish" (James 3:15). Devilish!
It isthe Devil attacking indirectly through the essential character of human nature, distorting it, twisting it, and
changing it from what God intended. Paul saysin Romans, as J. B. Phillips trandatesit, "Everyone has sinned and
has missed the beauty of God's plan" (Romans 3:23).

The Kingdom of Satan

The world, on the other hand, is the corporate expression of al the flesh-centered individuals who make up the
human race. Since the flesh isin every one of them--acting satanic, devilish, sensual, earthly--the total combined
expression of such beings congtitutes the world and determines the philosophy of the world. It is that tremendous
pressure of the magjority upon the minority to conform, adjust, keep in step, not to digress or to be different. When
the Bible addresses itself to Christians it says,

"Be not conformed to thisworld"; that is, "Do not let the world squeeze you into its mold.” Why? Because the
world is flesh-centered, flesh-governed, and as Jesus said to Nicodemus, "That which is born of the flesh isflesh”
(John 3:6). In order to be changed, it must be born of the Spirit. So thisis the world-that human society which
insists on satanic value judgments and is guided by satanic pride and philosophy. While the world istotally
unaware 0 it, nevertheless, it is under the control of satanic philosophy.

Remember this-the aim, the goal of Satan in all this clever stratagem, by which he has kept the human racein
bondage through these hundreds of centuries, isto destroy, to ruin, to make waste. That is his purpose toward you
and me. A young man | know, who had been raised in church, though he is only twenty-one years old, has already
become amental and physical wreck. Why? Because he has turned aside from the truth and followed the
philosophy of Satan. Satan is accomplishing his aim, destroying thislife which God loves. That iswhat heis
attempting to do with us. Against this, we who are Christians are called to bat not only for ourselves, as we will see
in this account, but for others aswell.

Battling against these forces of darkness is what makes human life possible on this earth. If Christians, who are the
salt of the earth, were not giving themselves to an intelligent battle with Satan and satanic forces, fighting along the
lines which Paul suggests--being "strong in The Lord and in the power of hismight,” it would be absolutely
impossible for human life to exist on this planet.

If this were not going on, life on earth would be one horrible, unending bell. It is the presence of Christians-and
those who are affected by their testimony and by their teachings--and the spread of the gospel throughout the world
which makes possible those moments of enjoyment of life which even the non-Christian is able to know.

We thank you, Father, that the victory is aready won. Thank you for the privilege we have of moving over into the
kingdom of God, and for the chance to stop fighting a battle already lost and to begin to fight a battle already won.
In Christ's name, Amen.

Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of his might.
Put on the whole armor of God,
that you may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil.

For we are not contending against flesh and blood,
but against the principalities, against the powers,
against the world rulers of this present darkness,

against the spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.

Therefore take the whole armor of God,



that you may be able to withstand in the evil day,
and having done all, to stand (Ephesians 6:10-13).

[0 4. The Tacticsof Terror

Sometime ago | heard of amenta hospital that had devised an unusua test to determine when patients were ready
to go back into the world. They brought any candidates for release into aroom where a tap was turned on and water
was pouring out over the floor. Next they handed the patient amop and told him to mop up the water. If the patient
had sense enough to turn off the tap before mopping up the water, he was ready to out into society. But if, asin the
case of may, he started mopping up the water while the tap was still running, they knew more treatment was needed.

When we laugh at that, | am afraid we are laughing at ourselves, because that iswhat many of us are doing. Each
Christian, facing the persona world in which helives, is given the mop of truth and told to useit. But we can only
help in that world if we have enough intelligence to conquer first the evil which is pouring into our own hearts from
these world rulers of present darkness.

That is exactly what the Apostle Paul is urging in Ephesians 6:10-13. We can be of no possible help in the
solutions of world problems aslong as we remain part of the problem. Therefore this whole passage is designed to
awaken us and to call our attention to the need for understanding the nature of our problem. Aswe have seen, itis
through the channels of the world and the flesh that the Devil makes hisindirect and most insidious attack upon
human life. The "world" is human society, blindly and universally accepting fase values, shallow concepts and
insights, and deluded ideas of redlity. At the same time it almost desperately insists upon conformity to those
standards and insights. The flesh is that urge within us toward total independence, toward being our own little gods
and running our worldsto suit ourselves. It isthat continual drift within us toward self-centeredness and
selfishness that keeps us from being completely His.

Y ou can see immediately that the struggle against the influences of the world and the flesh is not something remote
from us, nor something which occasionally comesto a certain few Christians. Thisisabattle in which we are all
engaged every moment of our lives because the flesh, thisinner arena of battle, accompanies us everywhere we go.
We cannot escape it, we cannot run away from it. Therefore we must begin our battle at this point.

But someone says, "I thought that when you become a Christian, Christ sets you free from the kingdom of Satan,
and the Devil no longer can touch you--that you have nothing to do with the Devil anymore.” Isthat your concept
the Christian life? Nothing could be more wrong! When Y OU become a Christian, the battle only begins.

Miserable Christians

It istrue the Devil can never totally defeat a Christian. Those who are genuinely the Lord's, who are born again, who
have come into a saving relationship with Jesus Chrigt, are delivered from total defeat. We do not hesitate to
emphasize that! The Devil can never get us back into the position of unconscious control which he once exercised
over us, as be does over the rest of the world. But the Devil can demoraize the Christian. He can frighten us, make
us miserable, and defeat usin many ways. He can make us weak and barren and unfruitful in the things of God. It
isquite possible, it least periodically, to be more miserable as a Christian than you ever were before.

The Devil isespecialy interested in defeating Christians. After al, the unredeemed worldling is no problem to him.
All the quite sincere but rather pathetic efforts of worldlingsto solve the problems of, their lives through legidation,
education, and a change of environment do not bother the Devil in the least. Heis quite content to let them go on
rearranging the pieces of the puzzle without ever solving it. But the presence of every Christian in thisworld
bothers the Devil greatly. Why? Because each Christian is a potential threat to the solidarity of the Devil's kingdom,
to hisrule over the. rest of mankind.

If the Devil did not oppose the Spirit of God, every individua Christian, without exception, would be a powerful
force to destroy the Devil's kingdom of darkness. Each Christian would be to others a door of escape out of the
unconscious control of these world rulers of present darkness. Every Christian would be a corridor of liberty, a
center of light, dispelling the darkness and ignorance of the world around him.

The Devil cannot let that happen if he can help it, so he attacks the Christian, especialy and particularly. He



marshals al hisforces against us, coming sometimes as "aroaring lion" in some catastrophic circumstance which
seemsto knock us off our feet so that we cannot stand. At other times he comes as "an angel of light;" alluring,
appealing, offering something that seemsto be just the right thing for the right moment. Or, he will take over direct
control of human life whenever he can. Thus we find men like Hitler arising on the world scene from time to time,
demonic men, motivated by strange and unexplainable passions. Sometimes the Devil assails us through the world
with its monstrous pressure to keep in line, to not be different, and with its ostracism of those who attempt to swim
against the stream. But most often the Devil comesin disguise, through the channel of. the flesh-our inner selves
with silken, subtle, suggestive wiles. That particularly iswhat the Apostle iswarning against--the wiles of the Devil.

We must now take acloser look at this flesh within us. 'According to the Bible, the flesh, in this symbolic sense, is
identified with the body which ultimately dies. In Romans Paul says, "your bodies are dead because of sin”
(Romans 8: 10). We would say, "The body is dying because of sin," but the Apostle looks on to the end and says
that it isas good as dead aready. We al agree with this. 'We all must die," we say.

In thistemporary state before the resurrection the body is the seat of sin or the flesh--this evil principle of
self-centeredness in each of us. Therefore the flesh is going to be with usfor life. We may aswell face that. We are
never going to get away fromit. We shall never escape it until at wonderful day of the resurrection from the dead.
The body is dead because of sin, and we live with it, therefore, for life.

The Devil's Access

But, the body, soul, and spirit of man are inextricably tied together. No one can understand this. Where does our
soul live in your body? Do you know? No, but you now that you have a soul, though no one can locateit in the
body. The relationship between the body, soul, and spirit is beyond our comprehension. But because they are so
inextricably tied together, the flesh, linked to the body, touches the whole man. It isimportant to see this. This
means that the Devil can influence usin the body, in the soul, and in the spirit. He has access to the whole man
through the channel of the flesh. Put another way: We are subject to the influence of these world rulers of present
darkness through our mind, our feelings, and our deeds through our intelligence, our emotions, and our will. We
need to see how thisworks. Through the channel of the mind--the intellect--the Devil makes his appeal to human
pride. Through the channel of emotions, he works on human fears, and in the realm of deeds--the things we choose
to do or say--the Devil makes his appeal to pleasure, since we are essentially sensuous beings.

See how accurately thisisillustrated by the story of Eve in the Garden of Eden. We are told that when she saw that
the fruit was good for food--it offered the pleasant sensation of eating (the appeal to the body)--and it was a ddlight
to the eyes--awakening within her a sense of beauty (the a appeal to the emotions)-and when she saw that it was
desired to make one wise--the apped to the pride of mind, the appeal to intelligence, and love of wisdom--she took
and ate. These are smply the channels by which men are moved, whether by God or the Devil. Thisisthe way men
are. Both of the forces outside man which work upon man, God and the Devil, move him through these channels:
the emotion---the heart; the mind--the intelligence; and the will--the power to choose.

Wél, you say, "If the Devil and God both move us by the same channels, what isthe difference?' The differenceis
smply this: The Devil movesto create an imbalance, an eccentricity. The Devil isthe origina extremist. God moves,
however, toward balance, harmony, and beauty. The difference is not how they work, but the direction in which they
move.

A Sanity of Balance

The greatness of the gospdl isin its appeal to the whole man, to the whole of life. It isthisfact that revealsitsdivine
origins so clearly. The gospel touches and explains all of history. It has aworld view, and it provides aframework
for every science,. every endeavor to investigate, every event of history.

The gospel is not content simply to adjust afew problems in man. We often come to Christ asking him to resolve
some immediate difficult situation in which we find ourselves. But he never stops there. He knows us, and he
knows that if he solvesthis small problem, here or that small problem there he has touched only a part of our life
and the rest will remain out of balance, eccentric. So the gospel makesitsa to the whole of man and touches every
part of hislife.



Y ou can seethisin thelife of our Lord. Read the Gospel records and see what a marvel ous balance thereisin the
Lord Jesus, what perfect poise he exhibits in every circumstance. He says things which absolutely challenge the
greatest thinkers of histime, and they listen with astonishment to his words and insights. Some of them said, "No
man ever spoke like this man."

But heisnot all intellect, making his appeal to the philosopher alone. Asyou read the record, you seethat eisalso
warmly human. Heis constantly expressing compassion and human concern. Heis easy to live with. Further, Jesus
manifests both intelligence and emotionalism through his deeds. He is not content merely to feel certain things or to
talk about certain great truths, but these find their ultimate expression in practical deeds, in actions--in unforgettable,
undeniable events like the cross and the resurrection.

Y ou can see thiswonderful appeal to the whole of man In the Scriptures. What a marvelous sanity of balanceis
maintained in the Bible! The whole man is ministered to--the needs of the soul, the body, and the spirit---all kept in
addlicate equilibrium with nothing out of balance. Everything isin harmony--the mind, the heart, and the will
moved together. When God gets hold of a man, he begins to touch every part of hislife. Anything lessisan
incompl ete message, a mere fragment.

| am indebted to Dr. Martin LIoyd-Jones for pointing out that this is beautifully expressed in one of the familiar
hymns of Isaac Watts. "When | Survey The Wondrous Cross':

When | survey the wondrous cross,
On which the Prince. of Glory died

To begin with, my mind is engaged when | think about the cross, when | giveintelligent consideration to what it
means, when | think of al that was involved in that supreme hour when Jesus hung between heaven and earth, when
| survey the wondrous cross on which the Prince of Glory died--my intelligenceis captured. | see there are deep
and marvel ous things about this event.

The whole man istotally engaged. That is the way God works!
Grotesque Caricatures
But what does the Devil do? Well, he tries to create imbalance--to build up one e ement of man's nature at the
expense of others, to push us to an extreme, to turn us into persons who are characterized by only one thing.

Instead of whole persons, we are grotesque caricatures of men.

There are many who take pride in emphasizing one part of their being above everything else. First, there are the
intellectuals--we call them "egg heads,” "brains." They say there is nothing important in life but the mind, the ability



to reason, and they give themselves to the development of thisarea of life. Asaresult, the are so absentminded, so
impractical, one can hardly live with them! Because they are out of balance we call them eccentric.

Then there are the emotional people, those who say, "Oh, don't talk to me about intellectual things. | have no
patience with that. | want to experience life, to fed it, and to enter into things." These people are dwaysliving on
their fedings,' their emotions. Sometimes we call them empty headed" because they never seem to usewhat isin
their heads. These are the people who, when you ask them what they think , say, "How do | know what | think until
I've heard what | have to say?"' Or they areintroverted, always fedling around inside, endlessy examining
themselves. There is nothing wrong with self-examination; it is very much a part of the Christian life. But these
people never do anything else. They are constantly looking. at themselves, morbidly examining themselves, and
expressing gloom over what they find.

Then, of course, there are those who say "I have no patience with the thinker or with the feeler. "I'm a man of
practicality.” "Hardheaded,” we call them, involved only in deeds and concerned only with practica matters. "What
do you do)" isadways the issue with them. All three of these extremes are wrong. They are unbalanced--not what
God intends man to be. It isthe Devil who pushes usinto these extremes. It is the Devil who takes each of these
elements and tries to get us off balance within them

Take the realm of the mind, for instance. Through the wiles of the Devil we are encouraged to exalt reason to the
exclusion of faith. Faith isafunction of the will, the soul. That iswhy faith isthe most human characteristic of
man--because it is afunction of the soul--that el ement of man which is our basic motivator. That iswhy everyone
can exercisefaith. Y ou are not human, you are not even dive, if you cannot exercise faith. But the Devil triesto
move from a balance in this area by appealing to our pride. We love to think of ourselves aslogicians, justifying
everything we do on the basis that it isalogical development of a certain premise we have taken. But this exaltation
of reason opens the door to error and deceit.

One of the great examples of this, which we are hearing a good deal about these days, is the teaching, in popular
books and €l sewhere, that the Bible istoo primitive. It no longer makes its appeal to "grown-up man" to “man come
of age." These descriptive phrases make their subtle appeal to the pride of intellect: "Man come of age”; "Twentieth
century man!"

The Bible, the thesis goes, offends the integrity of modern man, strains his credulity. We can no longer accept it as
ahistorical record; it is simply the attempt on the part of the early church to express things in mythical form. These
things did not really happen but are reported as though they happened in order that we might get the great truth
behind them, Man "come of age" does not worry about the form in which truth comes, out about the truth itself.

Continuing this line of thought, man come of age needs to have a new concept of God. Man needs to understand
God in adifferent light. What is this new concept?

What isthis amazing insight to which mature man has come, through the difficult struggle of the ages, having
finally grown up and become able to see something new about God? What isit? Well, it isthat God is no longer
the Father, as our Lord Jesus pictured him (which, in one book isridiculed as "the Old Man in the Sky" concept).
God isnot a Father, in that sense. The new ideaisthat God is the "Ground of our Being." If you really want to be
an intelligent man, if you want to understand what this whole business of Christianity has been driving at al along,
then move on to this new concept of God--he is the Ground of our Being! This theme has been offered asiif it were
arevolutionary advance in theological thinking.

Thefact is, thisidea presents the most primitive concept about God. Turn to the story of the Apostle Paul's journey
to the center of intellectualism of his day--the city of Athens--and read his great address to the Athenians on Mars
Hill. As he walked around the city, he found evidences of a superstitious, ignorant, and pagan faith everywhere he
went even finding an altar that was addressed 'To an Unknown God." He said to them, "it is the God whom you
ignorantly worship that | have cometo declareto you" (Acts 17:23). He started on that level.

Hesaid, "Look, you know yourselves that God does not dwell in temples made of stone--not the God who made
the heavens and the earth and al things that are in them. Y our own poets have recognized the fact that God is not far
from any one of us, for in him we live and move and have our being." They aready knew that much about God.
That isthe simplest level of faith--primitive faith, the faith which is the result of an ignorant searching and groping



after God. But it isthrough such teaching as | have been describing that the Devil cleverly succeeds in pushing the
mind of man, through an appeal to his pride, out to what he thinks are new advances but in redity are nothing more
than a ssmple and primitive understanding of God.

In the realm of the mind, the Devil is constantly trying to create doubt. Here he plants his heresies and incites false
teaching. Fal se teaching aways takes an extreme position, exaggerating one particular aspect of truth and blowing it
up out of proportion--extremism. That isone of the Devil's favorite maneuvers. He does this even about himself in
trying to make people believe there is no Devil. After al, isn't concealment an essentid ploy in trying to capture
some wild animal? Y ou try to hide yourself; you do not want to be seen. Thisiswhat the Devil does. He persuades
people that there is no such thing as the Devil. Then heis perfectly free to do exactly what he wants to do with
humanity.

But if someone wakes up and refuses to believe that, then the Devil comes and says, "Y ou're perfectly right! Of
coursethereisaDevil. You know it and | know it. But my power my cunningness, my strategy, and my wiliness
are so great that you had better give all your time and thought in an effort to overcome me!™ Thus he pushes some
over to another extreme which will lead on to superstition, voodooism, and other fear-related positions.

With Chrigtians, the Devil often works in the realm of the mind so asto get us over-concerned in certain points of
theology. There are those Christians who pride themselves on being Bible students and who know all the ins and
outs of theology. They wander through all the dark woods of theological differences and climb the icy peaks of
various doctrines, such as predestination and the decrees of God. For them, all that mattersis doctrine. Or perhaps
it is prophecy, or Bible numerics--they get so involved studying the numbers of the Bible that they end up using
computer for their Bible study.

An Appeal to Fear

Now the realm of feelingsyield a prolific areafor satanic attack. We are so used to believing our feglings. From
babyhood we have been used to reacting to the way we feel and accepting the way we fed as alegitimate and
accurate description of the way things are. Nothing could be more foolish. There is nothing that is more uncertain
and more unrealistic than our fedings. Most of the time they do not relate to reality at all because they are subject to
so many influences.

The Devil moves some Chrigtians to live on aplane of exhilaration, of constant When they get together, their
meetings are ariot of hand clapping, shouting, and religious joy--or perhaps in accurately areligious Jag. Others he
pushes to the opposite extreme. They think to express happiness as a Christian marks them as sinful. They are
gloom and introspection, morbidity. Or the Devil leads people to shift from one to another--one time they are up
and the next moment they are down, one day they are upon top and the next day, because of their fedings, they are
down in the depths. They live on an emotiona teeter-totter. If this describes you, then you have aready succumbed
to the wiles of the Devil.

Thisiswhat keeps some people defeated. The Devil gets them exercised about being and showing compassion to
the point that they are acutely anxious all the time, filled with worry and fretful complaint. But when they seethat is
wrong, then he blandly seeks to push them over to the other side and they become callous and cynical, not caring
for anybody. The Devil aways makes his apped in thisream to our fears while God makes his appeal to faith.
From faith comes hope and love, but the Devil wants usto give way to our fears.

The one thing Jesus said over and over again to his disciples was, "Fear not. Be not fearful, be not anxious, be not
troubled.” Why? Because, "I am with you," he said. From fear comes despair, the opposite of hope, and hate, the
opposite of love. That iswhat the Devil is after. If you give way to fear, you will soon be discouraged and defeated.
If you give way to defeat, you will begin to hate and the Devil will have accomplished his purposes. He has
destroyed, he has ruined, he has laid waste that which God loves and desires to bless.

In the realm of deeds, the Devil worksto get some to seek a continual round of something new, something
exiting--appealing to their desire continuous pleasure in activities. We have to be constantly satisfied with some
exciting activity. The Devil pushes othersin the opposite direction, into arut called "tradition,” which they fiercely
defend. They say, 'These people that are forever running after new things! Not for me. | want the same things for
breakfast every morning, for lunch every day, for supper every night. | come home at the sametime, | read the same



page of the same paper at the same hour of the day." Everything is the same, thus they avoid any painful
adjustments to changesin their lives.

God never intended life to be lived that way, or the other way. God's will for man represents a great highway right
through the center of life where die whole man is ministered to. That iswhere the Lord Jesus walked and that is
where the Scripturestake us, if wewalk by them.

Now, we've made just a brief survey of this subject. | have said amost nothing about the Devil's attack through the
world, with itsillusions, its alures, and its pressures to conform. "Everybody doesit, you, know. Thisisthe'in’
thing to do." The Devil gets us that way, too. But that iswhy we have the Scriptures, that iswhy the Word of God
isgivento usthat it might instruct usin al the ways of evil. No wonder we do not escape if we will not give
ourselves to an understanding of these.

But perhaps | have said enough to make you ask yourself, "Who is sufficient for these things? How can we
possibly understand all this? Who can hope to win against such avariety of attacks? Who can even grasp, lit one
answer, these subtle and powerful attacks against human life?' Does it leave you fegling rather discouraged) If it
does, then look once more at what Paul is here. Hisword to usis: "Finaly, be strong in the Lord and in the strength
of hismight. Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the miles of the devil."

Y ou see, hereisaprovision. Perhaps the most healthy attitude we can have in the face of thisrevelation isto be
overpoweringly aware of our sense of weakness. It is when we recognize we are weak that we are ready to "be
strong in. the Lord and in the strength of his might,” ready to give intelligent consideration to what that is and how
todoit.

Teach us, Father, to have the humility to admit that we have not been doing avery good job on this
score, and that we have been snared time and time again by the wiles of the Devil. Lord, grant to usa
willingnessto listen, to give careful, thoughtful, and continued attention to the way of victory
provided through Jesus Christ our Lord, who has known all along that we would face this kind of
battle and has been to tell us, but we have been so ow of hearing. Lord, make us attentive to his
word. In Christ's name we pray, Amen.

Stand therefore, having girded your loins with truth,
and having put on the breastplate of righteousness,
having shod your feet with the equipment of the gospel of peace,
above all taking the shield of faith,
with which you can quench all the flaming darts of the evil one.
And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit,
which isthe word of God (Ephesians 6:14-17).

[ 5. Into the Armory

The goal of the Devil is always to produce discouragement, confusion, or indifference. Wherever we find ourselves
victims of astate of confusion and uncertain discouragement and defeat, or an indifferent and an attitude toward life
or others, we have already become prey to the wiles of the Devil. But this need not be so. The Ephesians passage
we are studying describes God's adequate defense against the Devil's tactics, and we are urged and encouraged to
useit. "Be strong in the Lord,” the Apostle says, "and in the strength of hismight.” It is possible to stand; it is
possible to overcome.

But athough thisword is very encouraging to us, it aloneis not enough. It tells usthere is an answer, but it does
not tell us exactly what it is. Our question dwaysis, "How do you do this?' How, exactly, do you become strong in
the Lord and in the strength of his might?"

The Armor Is Christ

The answer is, "Put on the whole armor of God." That is how to become strong in the Lord and in the strength of



his might. Paul says,

Stand therefore, having girded your loins with truth, and having put on the breastplate of
righteousness, and having shod your feet with the equipment of the gospel of peace; above all
taking the shield of faith, with which you can quench all the flaming darts of the evil one.
And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which isthe word of God
(Ephesians 6:14-17).

Y ou can seethisis highly figurative language. These are not entities in themselves but symbols of something real.
In order to understand them we must look behind the figures to the reality. The armor isthe way to be strong in the
Lord and in the strength of his might. The armor is nothing more than a symbolic description of the Lord himself.
The armor is Christ and what he is prepared to be and to do in each one of us. When Paul speaks of these various
pieces of armor, he is speaking of Christ and how we are to regard him--lay hold of him as our defense against the
stratagems of the Devil. It is not merely Christ available to us, but Christ is actually appropriated.

In Romans Paul clearly declares this concept. "Put on the Lord Jesus Christ and make no provision for the flesh.”
(Romans 13:14) Also, writing to his son in the faith, the Apostle says to Timothy, "Y ou then my son, be strong in
the grace that isin Christ Jesus' (2 Timothy 2:1). That is the source of our armor. Christ is our defense. Therefore
we heed to study thisarmor in order how to lay hold of Christ in a practical way.

General truth, | have discovered, does not help us very much. It is easy to speak in empty generalities about
Christian living. Sometimes we pick a phrase out of Scripture and employ it amost as an incantation or some kind
of defense. But that is a grossly improper use of the Bible.

It iseasy for usto say glibly to some Christian who is struggling through a difficult time, "Christ is the answer!"
Wl yes, Christ isthe answer, but how is he the answer? That is what we need to know, and thisis what the armor
in our text describes. Jesus Christ isthe answer as a specific defense against specific things.

Before we look at the armor more precisely, there are two things we must note which are brought out in this text.
First, there are two genera divisions or classifications of the pieces of armor, and these are indicated by the tenses
of the verbs which are used. The first division, covering the first three pieces, is something we have already donein
the past if we are Christians: "having girded your loins with truth”; "having put on the breastplate of
righteousness"; "having shod your feet with the equipment of the gospel of peace." The second division includes
those things which are to be put on or taken up at the present moment: "taking the shield of faith"; "take the helmet
of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit." We are to take up these aspects of Christ which we take up again and
again whenever we fedl under attack.

The second thing to note about this armor asit is described in the text is the order in which these pieces are given to
us. Y ou cannot alter the order in any way. For example, the reason many Christiansfail to exercise the sword of the
Spirit isthat they have never first girded UP their loins with truth. Y ou cannot do it in reverse order. Scriptureis
very exact in this.

Tuck Up the Tunic

Now we want to look at the first three item which constitute the first division of thisarmor: "Having girded your
loins with truth”--that is aways the place to start whenever you are under attack. Whenever you fedl discouraged,
defeated, uncertain, confused, downcast, depressed, or indifferent, thisisthe place to start: "Gird up your loinswith
truth.”

The officersin the Roman army wore short skirts very much like Scottish kilts. Over them they had a cloak or tunic
which was secured at the waist with agirdle. When they were about to enter battle they would tuck the tunic up
under the girdle so asto leave their legs free and unimpeded for the fight. Girding the loins was always a symbol of
readiness to fight. That iswhy thisisfirst. Y ou cannot do battle until you first gird up the loins with truth,

When you are threatened by discouragement, coldness, and similar moods, how do you fight back? Y ou are to
remember that when you became a Christian you girded up your loins with truth. What does that mean,



It means to remind yourself that in coming to Jesus Christ you found the truth behind all things, you found him
who isin himsdlf the truth, the key to life, the secret of the universe, final reality! Y ou find the truth used in that
sense earlier in this same letter: "Y ou did not so learn Chrigt! [that is, in uncleanness and licentiousness,
etc.]--assuming that you have heard about him and were taught in him, asthe truth isin Jesus' (Ephesians
4:20-21).

Heisthetruth, heisredlity, heisthe key to life, "in whom are hidden al the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.”
(Colossians 2:3). 'Well," someone says, "how do Y OU that? Y ou say you believe in Jesus, but you have accepted
him as the authority without any evidence to support it. That's blind faith." But everyone begins with an act of faith,
accepting some principle or person asthe fina authority in life. It is either another religious leader or aprinciple
such asthe scientific method or perhaps nothing more than "what at | feel isright.”

The digtinctive thing about Christianity is that Jesus Christ has more clearly demonstrated the right to be accepted
asthat authority than anyone else or any other principle. The Christian, therefore, bets hislife, in asense, that Jesus
Christ istherea authority, the true revelation of things asthey really are. He has objectively demonstrated it and
subjectively confirmed it to you as a Christian.

Faith informed

How did he demonstrate that he was the truth? First, by what he said. Read the things he said--incomparable things!
He gave the clearest insights ever offered in the hearing of men asto what human lifeisall about. Even his enemies
say so. No one ever saw o clearly as he, no one ever probed so deeply, or put his finger so precisaly upon, the
elements which make up human rife and thinking. it is clear in what Jesus said that he spoke the truth.

But beyond that, he demonstrated the truth by what he did. This New Testament record is an amazing account Of
mighty deeds and historic events. Miracles? Y es, there are evidences of the intrusion of the spiritual kingdom-that
invisible realm of reality--into the visible realm. And he capped it al, of course, by showing that he had solved the
one problem which isinsoluble to every other man--the problem of death. He rose from the dead! Who else has
ever done anything like that? That iswhy | know Jesus Christ is the he solved the problem of death.

This, by the way, iswhy the enemies of the Scriptures fight so fiercely to destroy the historicity of these. events.
They want us to think it does not matter whether these were historically true. Of course they are historically | true,
and of course it greatly matters, for these events clearly demonstrate that Jesusis the truth.

But it isnot only by what he said and by what he did that we can know heis the truth. We can know by what he is
now, in this present day. What has he What has he been to others? Look back at your Christian life and its
beginnings. Did he deliver you? Has he set you free? Has he broken any chainsin your life? Has he been your
friend? Has he brought you back into balance and harmony?

It has been pointed out that through the centuries men have been calling on others for help. Y ou may lack courage
and say, "John F. Kennedy, help me!" but nothing happens. Y ou may lack wisdom and ask, "Winston Churchill,
help me! Perhaps, lacking eloquence, you may cry, " Shakespeare, help me!™ But no help comes. Y et for twenty
centuries men and women in desperate plight have been calling out, "'Lord Jesus Christ, help me!"--and help is
given! Ddiverance comes! That is how we know heisthe truth.

Remember that al conflicting systems and philosophies must be tested at all points, not at just one. Many
philosophies can do something; many systems which basically are wrong can still help in alimited area. They can
help somewhere and accomplish some good. But thisis never the mark of truth. Truth isacomplete entity. Truthis
reality--the way thingsreally are. Therefore, it isthe explanation of al things. Y ou know you have found the truth
when you find something which is wide enough and deep enough and high enough to encompass al things. And
that iswhat Jesus Christ does.

Further, ultimate redity never changes. Here is another mark. Truth never requires updating, never needs to be
modernized. If something was true ten thousand years ago, it is ill true today. If it istrue today, it wastrue a
hundred thousand years ago.

| delight in the story of the man who came to his old friend, amusic teacher, and said to him in that flippant way we



moderns use, 'What's the good news today?' The old man never said aword. He walked across the room, picked up
ahammer, and struck atuning fork. Asthe note sounded out through the room, he said, "That is'A." It is'A’ today,

it was'A' five thousand years ago and it will be'N ten thousand years from now. The soprano upstairs sings
off-key, the tenor across the hall flats his high notes, and the piano downstairsis out of tune." He struck the note
again and said, "That is'A,' my friend, and that's the good news for today!"

Jesus Chrigt is unchanging. He isthe same yesterday, today, and forever. That is how you know you have truth.
Remember that, when you fed defeated, when you are under attack, when doubts come flooding into your mind.
Remember that you have girded up your loins with truth; you have found him who the solid rock. "On Christ the
solid rock | stand, al other ground is sinking sand.”

Security Guard

Now look at the second piece of armor--the breastplate of righteousness. Have you put that on? "Having put on the
breastplate of righteousness!--what does that mean? Well, that is Christ as the ground of your righteous standing
before God, your acceptance before him. if you have the breastplate of righteousness on, you can rest secure that
your heart and your emotions are perfectly guarded and adequately protected against attack.

Christians, through one circumstance or another, often lack assurance; they feel unworthy of God. They fedl they
areafalureinthe Christian life and that God, therefore is certain to reject them, that he isno longer interested in
them. Christians are so aware of their failures and shortcomings. Growth has been so dow. Thefirst joy of faith
has Wed, and they feel God is angry with them or that heis distant. Thereis a constant sense of guilt. Their
conscience is always stabbing them, making them unhappy and miserable. They feel God blamesthem. Thisis
simply a satanic attack, a means of opposing and destroying what God intends to do.

How do you answer an attack like this? Y ou are to remember that you have put on the breastplate of righteousness.
In other words, you do not stand on your own merits Y ou never did. Y ou never had anything worthwhile in yourself
to offer to God. Y ou gave al that up when you came to Christ. Y ou quit trying to be good enough to please God.

Y ou came on his merits. Y ou came on the ground of his imputed righteousness--that which he givesto you. You
began your Christian life like that, and there is no change now. Y ou are still on that basis.

Thisiswhy Paul begins his great eighth chapter to the Romans with the words, ‘There is therefore now no
condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus' (Romans 8: 1). No condemnation! Y ou are believing ahe when
you believe that God is angry with you and that he rejects you. Remember, you stand on Christ's merits, "accepted
inthe Beloved." Further on in that chapter Paul asks, "Who can accuse us?’ It is God who justifies, Christ, who
died for us, isthe only one who has the right to accuse us, and he loves us. Therefore, thereis no separation. "Who
can separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus?' Who can do this?

This does not mean, of course, that God puts his hand on the thing we know are wrong in our lives and says, "Oh
well, these things do not matter. Don't worry about them.” But it means he sees them and says, "Oh, yes, but he
hasn't learned yet all that | intend to teach him." And he deals with us as afather in love and patient discipline--as a
father, not asajudge.

See how the Apostle Paul, himself, used this breastplate of righteousness when be was under pressure to be
discouraged and defeated. Have you ever thought of the struggles he personally had in this realm? Here was aman
who was small of stature, unimpressive in his persona appearance. In fact, thereis very good evidenceto at he was
even repulsive to many. He had a disfiguring physical ailment which made him unpleasant to look at. The last thing
he had was what is called a commanding presence.

Paul's background was anti-Christian, and he could never get completely away from that. "He had been the most
hostile, brutal persecutor of the church they had known. He must have constantly run across families with loved
ones whom he bad put to death. And he was often reminded by many people that he was not one of the original
twelve apostles, that his calling was suspect, that perhaps he really was not an apostle at al. Writing to the
Corinthians about these very matters, he says of Himsdlf, "I am the least of the apostles, unfit to be called an
apostle, because | persecuted the church of God" (1 Corinthians 15:9).

What grounds for discouragement! How easy it would have been for him to say to himself, "What's the use? Here |



am working my fingers to the bone, making tents and trying to preach the gospel to these people, and look at the
blessing God has brought them, but they don't care. They hurl recriminations back into my face. What's the use?
Why try any more?"

But that is not what he does. The very next verse says, "By the grace of God | am what | am, and his grace toward
mewas not in vain" (1 Corinthians 15: 10). There heis using the breastplate of righteousness. | don't care, he says,
what | have been. | don't defend what | am. | smply say that by the grace of God | am what | am. What | amis
what Christ has made me. I'm not standing on my righteousness, I'm standing on his. | am by grace, and my
personal situation does not make any difference at all.

So his heart was kept from discouragement. He could say, " Sure, al these things are true, but that does not change
the fact that | am Christ's man, and | have -his power. Heisin me and | can do al things through Christ who
strengthens me." Thus he reminded himself that when he became a Christian he bad put on the breastplate of
righteousness, and he never allowed himself to be discouraged, for he never looked back for anything. He looked to
Christ.

A Sout Pair of Shoes

Now let uslook at thisthird piece of armor--"Having shod your feet with the equipment of the gospel of peace.”
Shoes are absolutely essential to fighting. Imagine a soldier clad in armor from head to foot out with shoes on--a
barefoot soldier. Imagine how quickly the rough ground would tear and bruise his feet. Soon, despite the fact that
he had all the equipment he needed otherwise, he would be out of combat. His feet would render him unfit to fight.
But with astout pair of shoes he would be ready and equipped, ableto fight.

That iswhat this phrase means. "Equipment™' hereis really the word "readiness’ in Greek. "Y our feet shod with the
readiness produced by the good news of peace." It is peace in the heart that makes you able to fight. What does this
mean? Well, again it is Chrigt, but thistimeit is Christ our peace, our source of calm, the one who provides a sense
of well-being.

Now notice the relation of one piece of armor to another and the importance of the order that | stressed earlier. The
first piecetells usthat Christ isthe truth, the ultimate secret of reality. We have come home; we have touched the
key to lifein Jesus Christ. That is something for the mind to understand and grasp and believe. And then what?
WEéll, we know Christ then. We stand on his merits. We put on the breastplate of his righteousness. We come on
the basis of what he has done and not what we do. And what is the result of that? Our hearts are at peace! Paul says,
"Since, we are justified by faith we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, (Romans 5: 1). Camness,
courage! To use amodem term and, | think, the most accurate, we have good "morale.” Our moraeishigh. We are
ready for anything. No ground can be too rough for Christ and we have Christ. Therefore, we have good morale.

In the dark daysin England during the blitz, with bombs raining down all the time, the situation was truly desperate,
Then Winston Churchill would come on the radio an speak to the English people when their hearts were filled with
defeat and discouragement. At times they would be almost ready to quit. But that one man's voice would ring out
and the nation would take heart again their morale would be strong. That iswhat Christ does. He is able to speak
peace to our hearts.

You seg, it isnot abattle against people at all, isit? It isan inner fight, a battle in the realm of the thought life and
attitudes. It isabattlein the realm of your outlook u the situation in which you find yourself. Thisisthe place to
start. Gird up your loins with truth. Remember that in Jesus Christ you have a demonstration which no man can
equa anywhere in the world. Hereisthe key to life, the one who isworth listening to. Believe him, Christian people,
believe him! If you are Christians at all, if you have accepted Christ as the one who has the explanation for life
believe what he says. Act onit. That isthe girdle of truth.

The breastplate of righteousness protects the emotions. Y ou do not need to be discouraged of course you have
failed--I fail, we al fail. The One who has come understands al this. He knows we are going to fail, and he knows
we are going to struggle. He knows it will be an up-and-down experience an atime of battles-and we will lose some
of them. But he says, "I have taken care of al that. Y ou do not have to stand on your merits. Y ou stand on mine. Do
not be discouraged, do not be defeated, we will win! | know what | am doing | know how to lead you, | know what



circumstances to ring you into and | will bring you through."

Thethird requisite isto have the feet shod with the preparation--the readiness--of a sense of peace. And the placeto
sart isto remember who you are, what you are, and above all else, whom you have. Be strong in his strength and
for his sake. Remember you belong to Christ's family. The Scripture says he is not ashamed to call us brothers.
God is not ashamed to be called our God. Be strong for his sake. Let us get away from this subjectiveness all the
time--what is going to happen to me, and how do | feel ?'--remembering that he has vested his honor in us. And
remember, by putting on these three pieces of armor the battle isamost won. Y ou will have very little difficulty
overcoming evil if you start right there.

Our Father, make these words dear, plain, practical, and helpful to us. May they meet us right where
we are and help us right in the conflict in which we are engaged. May our hearts be lifted up by the
consciousness that the onewho it in usis adequate for al things. In Christ's name, Amen.

" ...above all taking the shield of faith,
with which you can quench all the flaming darts of the evil one"
(Ephesians 6:16).

[ 6. Resisting the Devil

Thereis nothing which more surely indicates we have already succumbed to the wiles of the Devil than to complain
about what happensto us. The Word of God invariably points out that the mark of a Christian who has learned
how to be a Chrigtian isthat he rgjoices in everything, givesthanksin all things. Now, that does not mean be enjoys
everything. Nor does it mean that he merely pretends to rgjoice in everything. There is nothing as ghastly asthe
forced smile people put on and the flippant attitude they assume in the midst of difficulties because they think this
iswhat a Christian ought to do. It is possible to genuinely rejoice through tears, and there is nothing which more
surely indicates that we have failed to understand what it means to be a Christian than awhining, complaining,
griping, grousing attitude toward what happensto usin life.

Do not be surprised at the Devil's attack. Of course be attacks; that is his character. That is his nature. We need not
be surprised when he does this. Furthermore, God allows him to do it. Thisisthe clear revelation of Scripture. He
permits these attacks because, for one thing, we need them. We never would develop or grow properly if we were
not attacked in this manner.

Again, it isthiswhich ultimately accomplishes God's will. The whole outworking of God's scheme could never be
brought to pass were it not that God permits the Devil to do hiswork today within the limits of God's overriding
will. Let us never forget that. God alows these things to happen, and all the writers of Scripture agree on this. Peter
says, "Do not be surprised at the fiery ordeal which comes upon you to prove you, as though something strange
were happening to you" (I Pet. 4:12). The Lord Jesus himself said, "In the world you have tribulation.” But he
adds, "Be of good cheer, | have overcome the world" (John 16:33).

But thisis exactly the opposite of the way we frequently feel. We love to think that something most unusual is
happening to us. No one has ever gone through what we are going through. No one has had to undergo the
depression of spirit that we fedl. But Paul says, "No temptation has overtaken you that is not common to man. God
isfaithful” (1 Corinthians 10: 13). So stop complaining about what happens. It is God's will for you. Let us face
that. And instead of afretful, peevish, whining attitude, let us do what the Word of God says to do when these
things occur. What is that? " Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the wiles of the
devil." Thereisno other way to handle it, there is no other solution to these basic human problems.

Resisting the Devil

Remember, though, do not try to start with peace. When you get troubled or upset, when attacks come, do not try to
start with making your heart fed at peace. Thisis amistake many people make. They try to conjure up some kind
of feeling of peace within and succeed only in upsetting themselves more. Do not start with peace. Start with truth.
Work your way back down through truth and righteousness and you will come out at peace. Thisistheway to



begin.

Now let u stake acloser ook at this battle. If we remind ourselves of these great truths, they ought to set our hearts
at rest. But we al know that even though these truths often will set our hearts at rest, there are times when they do
not. We are still depressed and filled with doubts.

Perhaps there is no good reason for usto fed thisway. We may wake up in a blue mood even though we were
happy when we went to bed the night before. There may be no good reason for our depression. Thereis nothing
wrong physically (the physical elements of our lives can have avery great bearing on our feelings), but still we feel

depressed.

WEéll, what is happening? We are experiencing What Paul calls here "the flaming darts of the evil one." These
stratagems of Satan come to usin various forms. Sometimes they are evil thoughts and imaginations which intrude
suddenly upon our thinking, often at the most incongruous times. We may be reading the Bible; we may be bowed
in prayer; we may be thinking about something else entirely when all of a sudden filthy, lewd thought flashes into
our mind. What is this? One of the fiery darts of the evil one. We ought to recognize it as such.

Sometimes these darts come as doubts and even blasphemies--sudden feglings that perhaps this business of
Christianity is nothing after al but abig hoax or adream. Perhaps we fedl that it can al be explained
psychologicaly or that Jesus Christ was avictim of self-delusion. Perhaps the world is not the way we have been
taught to believe it is, and things are not the way the Bible says. Y ou have doubtless experienced these times of
doubt. All Chrigtians have had this sudden feeling that perhapsit is all afantasy. Again, these fiery darts may come
in the form of sudden fears, anxieties, fleeting sensations that things are all wrong. We cannot seem to shake them
off.

The Devil's Whispers

These fedlings, in whatever form they may take, are dways from the same source. They are the fiery darts of the
wicked one. We are the biggest fools on earth if we do not see them in that light and deal with them as such. And in
whatever form they may come to us, they always have two characteristics. First, they seem to rise out of our own
thoughts. They seem to come right from our inner selves. We fedl, "Thisis something | am thinking," and
oftentimesit is a shocking thing.

But the Devil isrealy whispering to us. Heisinfluencing us. Ah yes, but it doesn't seem like that to us. In our
ignorance and innocence we blame ourselves. "How can | think athink like thisif | am a Christian? Can a Christian
have such alewd and filthy thought asthis? Can | really be a Christian if | think like this? | must not be one after
al."

This, of course, is exactly why the Devil sent those thoughts to you. He wants you to think that way. If it is doubt
(and we are always exposed to doubts, these sudden attacks upon faith, these sudden feelings that Christianity is
not as sure and certain asit once seemed to us), we say to ourselves, "l must have already lost my faith or | would
not think like this." What is the matter with me? How can | be a Christian and even have such abought?' So we try
to repress the thought. We think, There must be something wrong; we should not feel like this," and we push the
thought down in-to our subconscious. But it is still there, lurking underneath, and we feel is honest because we are
not even willing to look at it and face it. Thistakesitstoll on usin physical waysaswell sin mental and emotional
strain and tension.

We fed uncertain and confused because we are convinced that the opposite of faith is doubt. We think if we have
doubts we cannot have faith and if we have faith we do not have doubts. Therefore, if we have doubts, we cannot be
men and women of faith. Wefail to recognize this as the lie of the Devil.

The second characteristic is that doubts are always an attack upon our position in Christ as the truth--as our
righteousness and our peace. These darts are always an insinuation of doubt about those matters-never about
anything else. They are an attack upon those areas of faith.

Thisis awaysthe way of the Devil. He said to Eve in the garden, "Has God said unto thee--did God say that?"
Thereisthe implication of doubt. He said to Jesusin the temptation in the wilderness, "If thou be the Son of God,



then turn these stones into bread.” If! Thereisthe insinuation that these things are not true. Thisisthe way he
raises doubts, creates guilt, arouses fear. These are the attacks of the evil one.

The Quenching Process

Now, what are we to do? How are we to combat these attacks successfully? Well, the Apostle says, "Take the shield
of faith, with which you can quench all the flaming darts, of the evil one." Notice that he did not say the "shield of
belief." We have aready reminded ourselves of our belief when we have put on the girdle of truth, the breastplate of
righteousness, and--the equipment of the gospel of peace. That isour belief in what Christ isto us.

But faith is more than that. Thisis very important to see. Faith is acting upon belief. Faith is decision, action,
resolution. Faith issaying, "Yes, | beieve Christ isthe truth. He is my righteousness, be is my peace. Therefore
this, and this, and this, must follow." Faith isworking out, the implications of belief. When you say "therefore” you
move from belief into faith. Faith is particularizing; it is taking the general truth and applying it to the specific
situation and saying, "If this be true, then this must follow.” That isthe shield of faith.

Now, have you learned how to take the shield of faith when doubts come? Do you say, "Christ isthe truth. Heis
the basic revelation of thingswhich really are. He has demonstrated it. Therefore, | cannot accept the thought that
Christianity isahoax. | cannot believe that Christ is the truth and that my doubts are true, too. | have committed
myself to Christ because | have been persuaded that he has demonstrated truth fully. | stand on that ground.
Therefore. | must rgject thisinsinuation.”

Do you reason that "Christ isthe truth? Therefore | cannot believe this subtle philosophy which exalts man and
makes God unnecessary in human affairs. | must reject it. Since | have found Christ true, | cannot believe this
sudden feeling | have of unreality. | must regard it as what Christ saysit is: from the Devil. Jesus Christ saysheis
aliar from the beginning. Thereforethisisalieand | rgect it."

Isthisthe way you think it through? Our problemis, that we have become so accustomed to believing our feelings
asthough they were facts. We never examine them. We never take them and look at them and ask, "Isthistrue?'
Wesimply | say, "l fed thisway. Therefore it must be true." Thisiswhy so many are constantly defeated; they
accept their feelings as facts. Rather, we are to say, " Christ is my righteousness. | am linked with him. | am one
with him. Hislifeismy lifeand my lifeis hislife. We are married. Therefore, | cannot believe thislie that these evil
thoughts are my thoughts. They are not my thoughts at al. They are thoughts which come because of another
force. It isnot my thinking at al. No, it isthe Devil again. | do not want these thoughts. | do not like them. | rgject
them. | do not want them in my thinking; therefore the are not mine. They are the Devil's children, and I'll spank
them and send them back where they belong!"

Using the shield of faith means refusal to feel condemned or to feel guilty. "God loves me. He says so. He says
nothing will change that. Nothing will separate us! All right, then | will believe that, and | will not believe the
thought that God does not love me and want me." Y ou see, you cannot entertain both thoughts. "No man can serve
two masters.”

Christ isthe ground of my peace. Therefore it is his responsibility to take me through every situation. So | cannot, |
will not believe thisfear, this sudden anxiety which grips my heart. | will not believe that it isfrom me. Itissimply
sent to shake my confidence in Christ. It is an attempt to destroy my peace. But Christ is adequate for even this, and
| refuse to change.

Proof of Faith's Reality

Thisiswhat James calls "resisting the devil." Thisisthe shield of faith. It isrefusing to believe the lie that if you
have doubts you cannot have faith. Because that isalie. Doubt is aways an attack on faith. The fact that you have
doubts proves that you have faith. They are not opposites at al. Doubt isthe proof of the reality of faith. Therefore
reexamine the ground of your faith and reassert it. Remember that feelings are not necessarily facts at all.

And James says further that if you keep on resisting the Devil he will flee from you (James 4:7). Think of that! He
will flee from you. Resist the Devil again and again every time an evil thought or doubt comes back. Refuseto give
up your position. And, sooner or later, inevitably, the doubts will clear, your feelings will change, the attacks cease,



and you will be back again in the sunshine of faith and the experience of the love and joy of God.

That iswhat Paul istalking about when he says, "Take the shield of faith. It is able to quench every fiery dart of the
evil one." The shield of faith isenough initsalf. Itisall you need. Y ou do not really need the otter two pieces of
armor. It may sound strange to say that, but it istrue. Y ou do not need any more because the shield of faith isable
to quench every fiery dart of the wicked one. would see you through, if that were all you had.

Then why are we given more? Because we are not only to be conquerors. The Bible says we are to be "more than
conquerors' (Romans 8:37). We are not only to win; we are to win victorioudly, triumphantly, abundantly.
Remember that John said, "He who isin you is greater than he who isin the world" (1 John 4:4). Paul says,
"Where sin increased, grace abounded all the more" (Romans 5:20). We are intended to do more than barely make
it to heaven. We are designed to triumph, to be fearless, to be not only unconquered but unconquerabl el

| think so often of these words of Rudyard Kipling, describing the pressures of life:

If you can keep your head when al about you
Arelosing theirs and blaming it on you;

if you can trust yourself when all men doubt Y ou,
But make allowance for their doubting too,

if you can wait and not betired by waiting,

Or, being lied about, don't deal in lies,

Or, being hated, don't give way to hating,

And yet don't look too good, nor talk too wiseg;

If you can dream--and not make dreams your master;
If you can think--and not make thoughts your aim,
if you can meet with Triumph and Disaster

And treat those two impostors just the same;

if you can bear to bear the truth you've spoken
Twisted by knavesto make atrap for fools,

Or watch the things you gave your life to broken,
And stoop and build 'em UP with worn out tools;
If you can talk with crowds and keep Y our virtue,
or walk with kings--nor lose the common touch;

[ 7. Hope for Clear Heads

The shield of faith alone would enable us to overcome anything life might hand us and to extinguish an of Satan's



flaming missiles of doubt and confusion, disillusionment, and fear. However, God has given us still more defensive
equipment so we may become "more than conquerors.” We are expected to give intelligent consideration to the
process of overcoming and to learning how to counteract the attacks of Satan in our lives. It isthe whole armor of
God which makes this possible.

| Amin Christ

Before going on to a consideration of the remaining Pieces of armor, | would like to suggest another perspective to
increase our understanding of the significance of thisarmor of God. We have seen that it is afigurative explanation
of Jesus Christ and what he isto us. But aso, the armor is an expansion of Jesus words, "You inme, and | in you"
(John 14:20). That is the defense of the Christian. "Youinme, and | in you." Those are some of the simplest words
in the English language. Any child can understand them. They are monosyllables, yet they encompass atruth so
profound that | wonder if anyone can ever remotely apprehend all that isinvolved in these simple words.

Thefirst three pieces of thisarmor that Paul describes--girding your loins with the girdle of truth, putting on the
breastplate of righteousness, and having your feet shod with tile equipment of the gospel of peace--are afigurative
way of explaining or expounding the phrase, "You in me," or, the "Christian in Chrigt."-When we came to Jesus
Christ and believed in him, we were "in Chrigt"; we had a different basis of living and found Christ to be the ground
of truth, the key to life.

Then, we discovered that we are invited by God to rest upon Christ's righteousness. In the amazing experience of
the cross, God has transferred our sin to Christ and transferred his righteousness to us. Thisis the ground of our
acceptance before God and the answer the problem of guilt from which we all suffer. It was then we learned that
Christ is our peace, the source of our sense of calm and well-being.

Helsin Me

Now the last three pieces of armor describe what it means for Christ to be in the Christian--Christ appropriated,
applied to actud life. These last three pieces are very practical and highly important to us. We have already seen
what it meansto take "the shield of faith, with which Y ou can quench al the flaming darts of the evil one." The
reason we so often experience weakness is that we do not actually take it. We continually try to muddle through.
We do not do intelligently what God says and apply the shield of faith, thus drawing practical conclusions from the
ground of faith we have taken.

There are only two pieces of the armor |eft--the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit. Now we must
examine what is meant by this phrase, "the helmet of salvation." The figure of a helmet immediately suggeststo us
that thisis something designed to protect the mind, the intelligence, the ability to think and reason.

Earlier we saw that the breastplate was the protection of our emotional life. When you figuratively put on Christ as
your breastplate of righteousness, you are assuming a position in him which protects you from the sense of guilt
and unforgiveness--the most common round of disturbance to the emotions. It is because we feel guilty that we get
emotionally upset and depressed and the breastplate protects us there. The shoes, as we have aready seen, protect
usin the area of our will. The shoes of the gospel of peace (Christ is our peace) create a readiness and willingness
within us. It is our motivations which are dealt with here. Christ as our peace motivates us and makes us ready to
facelife.

But the helmet is designed for the head, for the intelligence, the mind. If we follow through consistently in our
application of these pieces of armor, we will discover that helmet represents something Christ is doing in us and
through us in the world. This helmet can k our thinking straight and preserve us from mental confusion and
darkness.

Confessions of Confusion

Stop aminute here. | would like to ask you this: "Asyou look at our world, is there anything more desperately
needed or more relevant to the situation in which we oursel ves than something to keep us thinking straight? Was
there ever atime when men were more frankly bewildered than they are in our day or when statesmen are more!
openly confused and honestly admit it? The intelligentsia confess to being utterly baffled in dealing with the



problems with which human society is confronted. just think about the staggering complexity of the issues of our
day-birth control, race relations, crime and delinquency, moral decay, disarmament, and the teeming misery of our
vast city dums? The mind is smply overwhelmed by the insolubility of the problems which face human lives. No
wonder H. G. Wellswrote at the close of World War 1I:

Quite apart from any bodily depression, the spectacle of evil in the world-the wanton destruction of
homes, the ruthless hounding of decent folk into exile, the bombings Of open cities, the
cold-blooded massacres and mutilations Of children and defenseless gentle folk, the rapes and filthy
humiliations, and above all, the return of deliberate and organized torture, mental torment and fear, to
aworld from which such things had seemed well-nigh banished these have come near to breaking
my spirit altogether.

Listen to this startling statement by George Bernard Shaw:

The science to which | pinned my faith is bankrupt. Its counsels, which should have established the
millennium, led instead directly to the suicide of Europe. | believed them once. In their name |
helped to destroy the faith of millions of worshipersin the temples of athousand creeds. And now
they look at me arid witness the great tragedy of an atheist who haslost hisfaith.

What arevealing confession of mental confusion and darkness by some of the great leaders of thought in our day!
Thereis no protection in the world for the mind.

A Future Salvation

But the Christian has the helmet of salvation. "Well," you say, and what isthat? What is this helmet, this protection,
which keeps our thinking straight in the midst of avery confused world?' Paul answersin one word--it isthe
helmet of salvation. Heis not talking about the salvation of the soul. He is not referring to salvation as regeneration
or conversion. In other words, heis not looking back at all. He is not speaking of salvation as a past decision which
was once made, or even as a present experience, but heislooking on to the future. He is talking about a salvation
which will be afuture event. It is exactly what heis referring to in Romans when he says, "Salvation is nearer to us
now than when wefirst believed" (Romans 13: 11).

This helmet isfurther defined for us by the Apostle in hisfirst Ietter to the Thessalonians: "But, since we belong to
the day [we who are Chrigtiang], let us be sober, and put on the breastplate of faith and love, and for a helmet the
hope of salvation" (1 Thessalonians 5:8). Here, salvation is ahope, something yet in the future, something as yet
not possessed or entered into fully. This future tense of salvation is described for usin a number of passages, but it
is discussed very plainly and fully in Romans:

We know that the whole creation has been groaning in travail together until now; and not
only the creation, we ourselves, who have the first fruits of the Spirit, and inwardly as we
wait for adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies. For in this hope we were saved hope
that is seen is not hope or who hopes for what he sees? But if we hope for what we do not
see, we wait for it with patience (Romans 8:22-25).

What is Paul talking about? About the day of resurrection, the day of the coming again of Christ, the day when
creation will be delivered from its bondage by Christ's return to establish his kingdom. This helmet, therefore, isthe
recognition that all human schemes to obtain world peace and harmony are doomed to fail. But, through these
failures, Jesus Christ isworking out his which will culminate in his appearing again and in the establishment of his
own righteousness on, the earth. That is the helmet of salvation which will keep your thinking straight in the hour of
man's utter confusion and darkness.

The principle of God's working is declared over and over again in Scripture. It iswritten for al to read. "No flesh,"
God says, "shall glory in my presence.” In other words, nothing that man can boast of shall contribute one iotato
the final solution of the human dilemma. Itisall of God. He will establish it and not al of human wisdom, not all
our vaunted knowledge and scientific discoveries Will contribute one thing to the ultimate solution. According to
the record of Scripture, al that man boastsin shall crumbleinto dust and all things which can be shaken shall be
shaken, and only those which cannot be shaken shall remain. Those are the things of God. No flesh shall glory in



his presence. . But that isn't the wholeidea. Do not stop there. If you do, you will be guilty of the extremism by
which the Devil keeps us off balance and eccentric in our thinking. God is working through these events of history,
but he isworking out his purposes on a basis totally different from the aims of salvation. Therefore, Chrigtians are
not to be taken in by the unreal and groundless expectations of the world nor are they to with from these and isolate
themselves.

Christians are to be involved in what isworld for wholly different reasons than the worldling has. Christians are to
be involved in order to accomplish God's desire to confront men everywhere, at every level, in al enterprises of life,
with the good newsin Jesus Christ. Isthat clear? If we seethat, it will save so much heartache, delusion,
disappointment, and confusion as you read your daily newspaper.

Why isit that thoughtful minds like H. G. Wells and George Bernard Shaw are so bewildered by what they find in
life? It is because they pinned their hopes on wholly unstable, unrealistic resources. As the Dean of Melbourne
wrote concerning H. G. Wells:

He hailed science as a panaceafor al ills and the goddess of knowledge and power. In a series of
popular scientific romances he visualized luminous Shape of Thingsto Come. In Food of the Gods
he described a future of bigger and better men. He spoke of a planned world, of eugenics, of
mechanized labor, of scientific diet and scientific education.

How much we still hear these phrases tossed about in our own day! But all of thisfails. These thinkers built their
grandiose dreams on a cloud, a cobweb, a shifting, shimmering illusion. And when the illusion changed shape, as all
illusions eventually must, then their castles in the clouds came tumbling down. That has been the repeated pattern of
history for twenty or more centuries--men building upon shifting, ephemeral, and temporary things instead of on
the unshakable things which always remain, to which the Scriptures give testimony.

So the Christian has ahelmet of salvation. He has hope for the future. He has an understanding that God is
working out his purposes and therefore he is not disturbed when human programs go wrong and everything fails
when the New Deal and the Fair Deal and the Great Society and all the other fancy names for human progress end
up in the same old place, time after time after time. The Christian has |earned to expect wars and rumors of wars
unto the very end. He expects fal se teachings and fal se philosophies and cults and heresies to abound. He istold all
thiswill happen. It is part of the program, part of the total overall plan and purpose and moving of God in history.

The Christian knows that wars are unavoidable, even thou every effort should be made to avoid them, and that there
isno contradiction in this. The Christian knows that war is madness and that nothing isreally solved by war. But he
knows also that we are living in amad world, aworld that is deluded silken, subtle, satanic lieswhich are
deliberately design to end up in the mangling and Mutilating of the bodies and souls of men.

The world isin such a state and condition that the Christian knows the innocent and the weak will suffer and
nothing much can be done about it at times. The blame lies square on the stubborn refusal of men everywhereto
believe the true nature of the problem and the remedy that God's love has fully provided. The Christian knows that
demonic forces can. rise and possess the world from time to time-and will do so-and every human scheme to
control them will ultimately fail.

Wil then, what shal we do? Shall we withdraw from life? Shall we give ourselves to building our own little
air-tight little capsule of life and look forward to retirement? Shall we rise up and fight the United Nations or let the
world go to hell? God forgive us, thisis often the answer of Christians these days.

The helmet of the hope of salvation not only tells us that these things are happening and will happen, but that a
certain, sure salvation iscoming, and it is even now at work. Thisiswhat we need to know. Not merely that it will
finally end right, but that the ending is being worked out now! History is not a meaningless jumble but a controlled
pattern, and the Lord Jesus Christ is the One who is directing these events. Heisthe Lord of history. God is at
work in the self same events that we look at with such honor and confusion.

We cannot identify ourselves with all the methods of the worldlings or even with all their aims, but we can identify
ourselves with their persons. We do not need to join their causes, but we need to listen to them and to show
ourselves concerned about them as people. We can be their friend without joining causes, and if they balk at that,



the choice istheirs and not ours. Jesus said, "'A servant is not greater than his master.’ If they persecuted me, they
will persecute you; if they kept my word, they will keep yours also” (John 15:20). We can expect both reactions as
wetry to involve ourselvesin life around us, not in order to advance these hopel ess causes, but to interest and
concern ourselves with the people involved.

There are also many causes that the Christian can join. There are aims which he can wholeheartedly endorse.
Christians are always to be humanitarian--hel ping the weak, ministering to the sick, hel ping those who are old and
in prison or burdened in any way. The Christian should always be ready to further good government, because
government is of God. Even the worst of governments has a basic commitment and relationship to God 'The
powers that be are ordained of God," the Scripture says.

Therefore the Christian ought to be ready to alleviate social evil and to further understanding between countries if
he can. Read the injunctions of Scripture: "Honor al men." "Do good to al." "Honor the kin " "Obey your
masters." "Provide things honest before al men." "Feed the hungry, clothe the naked, heal the sick.” These are
practical exhortations, are they not?

Look at the life of the Lord Jesus himself. Many are asking today, "Would Jesus have joined the Vietham Day
Committee if he had been here?' or "Where would he have been during the Berkeley riots?' The answer is
perfectly predictable. He would not have joined any committee, just as he joined no social movement in his own day
and there were plenty of them existing then. But he would have been the friend to any who sincerely, even though
mistakenly, were seeking to do good.

Jesus would have been the angry, vocal foe of any who were hypocritically using a cause to advance their own
purposes or to dirty and defile the minds and hearts of others. As be stood before Pilate, Jesus said, "My kingdom
isnot of thisworld" (John 18:36). That is, | not rear to you, Pilate. My kingdom is not of thisworld. | am not
involved in any political. maneuverings that you thin might he athreat to your position.” Nevertheless, he was
known everywhere as the Friend of sinners.

Hope Laid Aside

All thisis possible only if we put on, as a helmet, the hope of salvation. One of the great reasons the church is so
confused in thisday and is saying so little of true significance to the world isthat it has the hope of the coming of
the Lord. There are very few sermons preached on it; very littleis said about it. Thereisno timegivento a
consideration of what it means and why it is set forth so frequently and so clearly in the Scriptures. Great sections
of the Scripturesthat deal with this event are ssimply ignored among Christians. As aresult, our thinking is muddled
and confused. The church does not. know which side to take or where to stand. It has nothing to say. Or at best it
gives an uncertain sound which--calls no one to battle and encourages no heart.

We are to remind ourselves frequently of the coming of the Lord. How many times did he say, "Watch! Watch
therefore, that you may be ready for that hour." We must live daily in its hope and anticipation. The battleis not
ours. Thisisnot merely a private fight we are engaged in. We have been talking about this struggle against the
Devil and his angels, against the principalities and powers, against the wiles of the Devil, as though it were primarily
aprivate fight. It does come down to that at last.

It meets us right where we live--in our homes, our offices, our relationship with our fellow human beings. But it is
not only that, and it is always good to remember that the battle is not ours, but the Lords. We are individua units
fighting in agreat army. The ultimate cause isam and Se end is certain. We do not need to be troubled by all the
things happening on the face of the earth, for our Conqueror has aready won.

Though we may be hard pressed in our immediate realm in this battle, the cause is never in doubt. Theend is
absolutely certain; the outcome is sure; the battleis, the Lord's. It is not finally and ultimately a struggle between us
and the Devil but a struggle between Christ and Satan.

God isaways at work in human life and in society. He is at work through his Body to heal and to help to love and
to suffer, until that morning without doubt shall dawn and the day break and every shadow flee away.

Areyou frightened by world prospects? Well, let me tell you this: It isgoing to get much worse! Jesus said men's



hearts shall fail them for fear because of things that are coming to pass on the face of the earth. If you think it is
hard to stand now, if these things throw you for aloss now, what will it be when the darkness increases, the cause
looks hopeless, and things get very much worse? That is the hour when we must have the nope of salvation-the
helmet to protect the mind. thee writer of Hebrews says, "We do not yet see everything in subjection to him [man].
But we see Jesus' (Hebrews 2:8-9). It is that which sustains the mind in all hours of pressure.

Herein thisfavored land of ours we have so much for which we can give thanks. God in grace has granted that we
might be relatively free from so much that bothers and distresses others. But there are great areas of the world
already wherefaith is not permitted to be expressed openly, where darknessis far greater than here, where the
forces of wrong seem to be striding in unopposed triumph through the land, and nothing seems to stand in their
way. What do Christians do in those places? There is only one thing they can do--they must put on the helmet of
the hope of salvation. Thiswill keep their thinking straight, If directs them in the causesto which they give
themselves. It gives them advice and counsel asto where they should put their efforts and in--what they should
make investments of time and money and enterprise.

It can do the same for us. We heed. not succumb to the delusion of the world-that redemption, salvation, and the
working out of al human problems by the application of human intelligenceis just beyond the horizon where
everything will beall right. How long has the world grasped at that futile dream? Read the ancient writings of e
Greek philosophers and you will see that the were saying the same things then. And as far back as human saying
history goes, men have ever been grasping after thisillusive hope that something an be worked out here.

But God has never said chat. Consistently, throughout the Scriptures, he has said that man in hisfallen condition is
unable--absolutely and totally unable--to work out his problems. But in the strength of the hope of salvation we can
keep our minds and our hearts calm and undisturbed in the day of battle, in the day of darkness.

Father, thank you for this reassuring word. We know that things are not nearly as bad as they could
be, or even, perhaps as they will be. But we thank you for the constant assurance you give to us that
even when they get worse they arein your control, that nothing can come which you do not permit,
nothing can happen which is not aready anticipated and worked out, that the battle isthe Lord's.
Thank you for the certainty that we stand in the power of God and in the strength of his might, and
that our hope is not in the flimsy constructions of men but in the eternal purposes of aliving God.
Thank you for this encouragement to our hearts, in Christ's name, Amen.

And take the helmet of salvation,
and the sword of the spirit,
Which isthe Word of God (Ephesians 6:17).

[ 8. Swordsmanship

Now we come to the last of these pieces of the Christian's armor "the sword of the Spirit, which isthe word of
God." Thefirst thing we must say isthat this, again, is Christ. Christisour life, if we are Chrigtiansat al , but this
is Christ made practically available to us through the sayings of hisword. | think it is very important to stress this.
is S0 easy to be Christiansin general but not in specific- It | isso very easy to have avague sense of following
Christ but not know exactly, in specific terms, what this means. But that is why the Word of God has been given to
us, Chrigtian truth as awhole is more than we can handle--it isthe individual promises that make Christianity
manageable.

In writing to the Colossians the Apostle Paul says,
Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly, as teach and admonish one another in all wisdom,
as you sing psalms and hymns and spiritual songs with thankfulnessin your heartsto God

(Colossians 3:16).

By that he isindicating that the authority of Jesus Christ and the authority of the Scripture is one and the same
thing. There are many today who challenge that. There are many voicesthat tell usthat as Christians we must



follow Christ and accept the authority of Christ, but we need not accept the authority of the Bible. But Paul answers
that by calling the Scriptures "the word of Christ." Y ou cannot separate the two.

| once attended a meeting of ministers at which we professor who is a Christian read a very excellent paper on
"Science and the Christian Faith." After he had finished, certain questions were addressed to him by members of
the group. One man said, "Sir, | can accept the Bible as awitness of certain men to what they thought of Jesus
Christ. But you seem to go further. Y ou have used the word, 'Inspired’ on several occasions in your paper and that
seemsto suggest that in your the Bible is more than the views of men, that it one authority. Isthistrue?’

The Chrigtian professor gave a very wise answer, "My answer may sound to you very much like Sunday school
propaganda, but | can only put it thisway: The center of my lifeis Jesus Christ. | have found him to be the key
listened to everything to everything that | desirein life. And yet | could know nothing about Christ if | did not learn
it from the Bible. The Bible presents Christ and Christ defines the Bible. How can | make a distinction between the
two?" With considerable embarrassment the questioner threw up his hands and changed the subject.

The authority of Scriptureisthe authority of Jesus Chrigt, they are indivisible. To attempt to distinguish thetwo is
like asking which blade of a pair of scissorsis more important or which leg of a pair of pants is more necessary.
We know. Christ through the Bible, and we understand the Bible through the knowledge of Christ--the two cannot
be separated. That iswhy Paul calsit "the word of Christ."

The Sayings of God

Now in the verse we are looking at--"The sword of the Spirit, which isthe word of God'*-it isimportant to seethat it
is not the complete Bible that isreferred to by the phrase "The Word of God." There are two words that are used in
Scripture for "the Word of God." There isthe familiar word logos, which is used in the opening verse of John's
Gospel, "In the beginning was the Word [Logos]|, and the Logos was with God, and the Logos was God." Then
there is another word, used less frequently, rhema, which is somewhat different in meaning than the first.

The word logos refersto the total utterance of God, the complete revelation of what God has said. The second word
means a specific saying of God, a passage or a verse which has specia application to an immediate situation. It
implies an existentia use of the Word of God; that is, applied to experience, to our existence.

The second word is the one used here. The "sword of the Spirit" is the saying of God applied to a specific
situation. That is the great wealth placed in the hands of the believer. Perhaps you have ad some experience with
this. Sometimes, when you are reading a of Scripture, the words seem suddenly to come alive and take on flesh and
bones, and leap off the page at you, or grow eyes that follow you around everywhere you go, or develop avoice that
echoesin your ears until you cannot get away from it. Perhaps you have had that experience in some moment of
temptation or doubt when you were assailed by what Paul calls here "the flaming darts of the evil one." And
immediately a passage of Scripture which supplies the answer comes flashing to mind.

Or perhaps you have been asked a question that caught you Off guard for amoment and you were about to say, "I
don't know," when suddenly you had amoment of illumination and aword of Scripture came to mind which gave

the answer. Perhaps this experience has happened while sitting in a meeting where some message has come home
to your heart with strange and powerful effect. Y ou were greatly moved, and in that moment you made a deep and

permanent decision.

All thisisthe rhema of God, the savings of God that strike home like arrows to the heart. Thisis called the sword
of the Spirit because it is not only originated by him as the author of the Word but it is also recalled to mind by the
Spirit and made powerful by himin our lives. It is his answer to the attack of the Devil who comes to discourage
us; the Spirit brings aword to our mind to parry the thrust of the Devil.

The Only Offense
Now, as asword, the Word is useful both for defense and for offense. This, by the way, isthe only part of the

armor that can be used for offense. It both defends and protects us, but it also pierces other hearts and destroys the
lies of the Devil in others besides ourselves. That isits great effect.
